The 2023 Legislature established the Adult Learner 
Grant Program for certain students enrolled in eligible 
bachelor’s degree programs at qualifying postsecondary 
educational institutions. The legislation requires, with 
certain exceptions, that each student receiving a grant 
agree to reside and work in Kansas for two years follow-
ing completion of their grant-funded program.

These regulations: (1) provide definitions of key terms 
used in the regulations and statutes; (2) set forth the pro-
cess to apply for a grant and appeal a denial or revocation 
of a grant; (3) set forth the terms to be included in a grant 
agreement and the requirements for successful comple-
tion of, postponement of, or release from the service ob-
ligation; and (4) establish the process for repayment of 
any grant when the service or other requirements are not 
met or forgiven.

There is no anticipated economic impact on specif-
ic businesses, sectors, public utility ratepayers, or local 
governments. Neither the act nor the regulations directly 
affect those entities.

Students who qualify for grants under this program 
and who successfully complete their grant-funded pro-
grams and two-year service requirements will benefit 
from the grant authorized by the Act. Students who 
are unable to complete or be excused from their ser-
vice obligations will be required to repay grant funds. 
The higher education institutions that grant recipients 
attend will award the grants and be reimbursed by 
funds appropriated by the Legislature for this purpose. 
Individuals affected by the regulations will benefit fi-
nancially from receiving grants, as will the institutions 
attended by the grant recipients. Kansas businesses will

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benefit to the extent additional trained individuals re-
main in Kansas communities to work after completion 
of their programs.

A summary of the proposed regulations and the eco-
nomic impact statement of the regulations follows:

The Board of Regents has begun its first five-year re-
view of its rules and regulations pursuant to K.S.A. 77-
440. As part of that review, the agency has identified 23 

unnecessary regulations: 14 regulations that are obsolete 
because they relate to obsolete programs, and 9 obsolete 
regulations that relate to ongoing programs.

These revocations would eliminate those obsolete reg-
ulations. The regulations related to obsolete programs 
are: (1) K.A.R. 88-14-1 through 88-14-4 (Community 
Resource Program); (2) K.A.R. 88-18-1 through 88-18-8 
(Kansas Honors Scholarship Program); and (3) K.A.R. 
88-27-1 and 88-27-2 (Washburn University Out-District 
Tuition). The underlying statutory programs no longer 
receive state funding and are no longer active.

The obsolete regulations related to ongoing programs 
are: K.A.R. 88-13-7, 88-13-8, 88-20-6, 88-20-2, 88-20-7, 
88-21-5, 88-21-6, 88-21-7 and 88-22-5. These regulations 
relate to the Student Assistance programs, Nursing 
Service Scholarship Program, Kansas Ethnic Minority 
Scholarship Program, and Kansas Teachers Scholarship 
Program. The regulations are generally obsolete because 
they reference individual income tax returns, which 
are no longer used to determine scholarship eligibility, 
and because they set out confidentiality requirements 
that have been superseded by other laws. K.A.R. 88-
20-2 establishes an out-of-date limit on nursing service 
scholarships, and K.A.R. 88-21-7 establishes an out-of-
date method for apportioning awards under the Ethnic 
Minority Scholarship Program in the event scholarship 
funds are over-subscribed.

There is not anticipated to be any economic impact on 
specific businesses, sectors, public utility ratepayers, or 
local governments. Revoking these regulations will not 
impose any implementation or compliance costs on those 
groups. Revoking the regulations is not anticipated to 
have any economic impact on the general public.

(2) Each subsequent license renewal for any licensee 
specified in paragraph (b)(1) shall be for a two (2) year 
period ending on the second May 31 following the ap-
plicable renewal date. The licensee shall pay the biennial 
license renewal fee specified in K.A.R. 65-4-3 and any ap-
plicable additional fees.

(c)(1) For initial licenses issued on or after January 1, 
2024, all licensees with an odd numbered license shall re-
new their license by May 31 of each odd numbered year. 
The licensee shall pay a license renewal fee prorated to 
the time period of licensure and based upon the amount 
of the biennial license renewal fee specified in K.A.R. 65-
4-3 and any applicable additional fees.

(2) Each subsequent renewal for odd numbered licens-
es shall be for a two (2) year period ending on the sec-
ond May 31 following the applicable renewal date. The 

licensee shall pay the biennial license renewal fee speci-
fied in K.A.R. 65-4-3 and any applicable additional fees.

(d)(1) For initial licenses issued on or after January 1, 
2024, all licensees with an even numbered license shall 
renew their license by May 31 of each even numbered 
year. The licensee shall pay a license renewal fee prorat-
ed to the time period of licensure and based upon the 
amount of the biennial license renewal fee specified in 
K.A.R. 65-4-3 and any applicable additional fees.

(2) Each subsequent renewal for even numbered licens-
es shall be for a two (2) year period ending on the sec-
ond May 31 following the applicable renewal date. The 
licensee shall pay the biennial license renewal fee speci-
fied in K.A.R. 65-4-3 and any applicable additional fees. 
(Authorized by K.S.A. 74-1504 and K.S.A. 65-1509; imple-
menting K.S.A. 65-1509; effective Feb. 2, 2024.)
