The current facility permit includes a schedule of com-
pliance to construct a permittee-proposed cooling tower to replace
the once-through cooling water to resolve color and toxicity issues
in the existing discharge. This permit will modify and replace the
existing permit upon startup of the new cooling towers and discon-
tinuation of the once-through cooling water system. The flow treated
and discharged from the biological activated sludge treatment sys-
tem via Outfall 001B1 will increase from 0.769 to 1.03 MGD while
the cooling water blowdown will decrease from 3.79 MDG to 0.12
MGD.

Article 1.—GENERAL

40-1-22. Insurance policies and certificates; change
of name or merger of an insurance company; assump-
tion of risk endorsements. (a) Each assuming company
shall attach to each insurance policy and each certificate
of accident and sickness coverage an “assumption of
risk” endorsement that displays the name and address of
the assuming company when any outstanding insurance
policy or certificate of accident and sickness coverage is-
sued to a resident of Kansas is affected by any of the
following:

(1) A change in the name of the issuing company;

(2) a merger, consolidation, or similar transaction in-
volving the issuing company;

(3) a change of domicile in which policy liability is as-
sumed by another company; or

(4) an assumption reinsurance agreement.

(b) The “assumption of risk” endorsement shall be ap-
proved by the commissioner of insurance before issuance
to residents of the state of Kansas.

(c) Each “assumption of risk”” endorsement originating
from an assumption reinsurance agreement shall meet
the following requirements:

(1) Not require the insured to take affirmative action to
reject the substitution of one insurer for another; and

(2) not state that failure to reject the substitution or the
continued payment of premium will constitute accep-
tance of the substitution. (Authorized by K.S.A. 40-103;

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

New Section 1. (a) Sections 1 though 6, and amendments thereto,
shall be known and may be cited as the pharmacy audit integrity act.
(b) This section shall take effect on and after July 1, 2011.

New Sec. 2. (a) As used in this act, “pharmacy benefits manager”
or “PBM” means a person, business or other entity that performs phar-
macy benefits management. The term includes a person or entity acting
for a PBM in contractual or employment relationship in the performance
of pharmacy benefits management for a managed care company, not-
for-profit hospital or medical service organization, insurance company,
third-party payor or health program administered by the state board of
pharmacy.

(b) This section shall take effect on and after July 1, 2011.

New Sec. 3. (a) The entity conducting the audit shall follow the fol-
lowing procedures:

(1) An entity conducting an on-site audit must give the pharmacy
at least seven days written notice before conducting an initial audit;

(2) an audit that involves clinical or professional judgment must be
conducted by or in consultation with a licensed pharmacist;

(3) the period covered by the audit may not exceed two years from
the date that the claim was submitted to or adjudicated by the entity;

(4) the pharmacy may request an extension not to exceed seven days
from the date of an originally scheduled on-site audit;

(5) the pharmacy may use the records of a hospital, physician or
other authorized practitioner to validate the pharmacy record;

(6) any legal prescription, in compliance with the requirements of
the state board of pharmacy, may be used to validate claims in connec-
tion with prescriptions, refills or changes in prescriptions;

(7) each pharmacy shall be audited under the same standards and
parameters as other similarly situated pharmacies; and

(8) the entity conducting the audit must establish a written appeals
process.

(b) The entity conducting the audit shall also comply with the fol-
lowing requirements:

(1) A finding of overpayment or underpayment must be based on
the actual overpayment or underpayment and not a projection based
on the number of patients served having a similar diagnosis or on the
number of similar orders or refills for similar drugs;
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(2) the entity conducting the audit shall not use extrapolation in
calculating the recoupments or penalties for audits, unless required by
state or federal contracts;

(3) the auditing company or agent may not receive payment based
on a percentage of the amount recovered, unless required by contracts;
and

(4) interest may not accrue during the audit period.

(c) This section shall take effect on and after July 1, 2011.

New Sec. 4. (a) Any preliminary audit report must be delivered to
the pharmacy within 60 days after the conclusion of the audit. Any
pharmacy shall be allowed at least 30 days following receipt of the pre-
liminary audit to provide documentation to address any discrepancy
found in the audit. Any final audit report shall be delivered to the phar-
macy within 120 days after receipt of the preliminary audit report or
final appeal, whichever is later.

(b) Recoupment of any disputed funds or repayment of funds to the
entity by the pharmacy, if permitted pursuant to contracts, shall occur,
to the extent demonstrated or documented in the pharmacy audit find-
ings, after final internal disposition of the audit including the appeals
process. If the identified discrepancy for an individual audit exceeds
$20,000, any future payments to the pharmacy may be withheld pending
finalization of the audit. Unless otherwise required by the federal or
state law, any audit information may not be shared. Auditors shall only
have access to previous audit reports on a particular pharmacy con-
ducted by that same entity.

(c) This section shall take effect on and after July 1, 2011.

New Sec. 5. (a) Any auditing entity, upon request of the plan spon-
sor, shall provide a copy of the final report, including the disclosure of
any money recouped in the audit. The pharmacy may provide a copy
of the report to the commissioner of insurance, provided such report
shall not contain any personally identifiable health information in vio-
lation of the provisions of the health insurance portability and account-
ability act of 1996 (Pub. L. No. 104-191).

(b) This section shall take effect on and after July 1, 2011.

New Sec. 6. (a) This act shall apply to contracts between an auditing
entity and a pharmacy entered into, extended or renewed on or after
the effective date of this act. This act shall not apply to any audit, review
or investigation that is initiated based upon suspected or alleged fraud,
willful misrepresentation or abuse.

(b) This section shall take effect on and after July 1, 2011.

New Sec. 7. (a) A resident of this state has the right to purchase
health insurance or refuse to purchase health insurance. The govern-
ment shall not interfere with a resident’s right to purchase health in-
surance or with a resident’s right to refuse to purchase health insurance.

(b) A resident of this state has the right to enter into a private con-
tract with health care providers for lawful health care services. The gov-
ernment shall not interfere with a resident’s right to purchase lawful
health care services.

(c) A person or employer may pay directly for lawful health care
services and shall not be required to pay penalties or fines for paying
directly for lawful health care services. A health care provider may ac-
cept direct payment for lawful health care services and shall not be
required to pay penalties or fines for accepting direct payment from a
person or employer for lawful health care services.

(d) No state agency, board, commission or any other governmental
entity shall require an agreement to participate in medicare, medicaid
or any other insurance plan, health care system or health information
technology or benefit exchange as a condition for original application
or renewal of license, registration or certification for a health care pro-
vider.

(e) No state agency, board, commission or any other governmental
entity shall prohibit participation in a health information organization
for any health information technology or benefit exchange purposes by
a health care provider based on whether such health care provider par-
ticipates in medicare, medicaid or any other insurance plans or health
care systems.

(f) The government shall not enact a law that would restrict these
rights or that would impose a form of punishment for exercising these
rights. No provision of this section shall render a resident of this state
liable for any punishment, penalty, assessment, fee or fine as a result of
such resident’s failure to procure or obtain health insurance coverage
or participate in any health care system or plan.

(1) “Direct payment or pay directly” means payment for lawful
health care services without a public or private third party, not includ-
ing an employer, paying for any portion of the service.

(3) ““Health care system” means any public or private entity whose
function or purpose is the management of, processing of, enrollment of
individuals for or payment for, in full or in part, health care services or
health care data or health care information for its participants.

(4) “Lawful health care services” means any health-related service
or treatment to the extent that the service or treatment is permitted or
not prohibited by law or regulation that may be provided by persons
or businesses otherwise permitted to offer such services.

(5) “Penalties or fines”” means any civil or criminal penalty or fine,
tax, salary or wage withholding or surcharge or any named fee with a
similar effect established by law or rule by a government established,
created or controlled agency that is used to punish or discourage the
exercise of rights protected under this section.

(h) This section shall be known and may be cited as the health care
freedom act.

(2) A person who was registered by the behavioral sciences regu-
latory board as an alcohol and other drug counselor or credentialed by
the department of social and rehabilitation services as an alcohol and
drug credentialed counselor or credentialed by the Kansas association
of addiction professionals as an alcohol and other drug abuse counselor
in Kansas at any time prlor to the effectlve date of thls act, w-ho—has

as—a—registere& who was reglstered in Kansas as an alcohol and other drug
counselor, an alcohol and drug credentialed counselor or a credentialed
alcohol and other drug abuse counselor within three years prior to the
effective date of this act and whose last registration or credential in

date of this act was not suspended or revoked, upon application to the board,

(2) three years of clinical practice with demonstrated experience

(3) attestation from a professional licensed to diagnose and treat
mental disorders, or substance use disorders, or both, in independent
practice or licensed to practice medicine and surgery stating that the
applicant is competent to diagnose and treat substance use disorders.

to: the care, diagnosis, treatment, counsel and health teaching of persons
who are experiencing changes in the normal health processes or who
require assistance in the maintenance of health or the prevention or
management of illness, injury or infirmity; administration, supervision
or teaching of the process as defined in this section; and the execution
of the medical regimen as prescribed by a person licensed to practice
medicine and surgery or a person licensed to practice dentistry. (2) The
practice of nursing as a licensed practical nurse means the performance
for compensation or gratuitously, except as permitted by K.S.A. 65-1124,
and any amendments thereto, of tasks and responsibilities defined in
part (1) of this subsection (d) which tasks and responsibilities are based
on acceptable educational preparation within the framework of sup-
portive and restorative care under the direction of a registered profes-
sional nurse, a person licensed to practice medicine and surgery or a
person licensed to practice dentistry.

(e) A “professional nurse’” means a person who is licensed to prac-
tice professional nursing as defined in part (1) of subsection (d) of this
section.

(f) A “practical nurse” means a person who is licensed to practice
practical nursing as defined in part (2) of subsection (d) of this section.

(g) “Advanced practice registered nurse practitioner” or
“ARNP~”APRN" means a professional nurse who holds a certificate-of
quatification license from the board to function as a professional nurse
in an expanded advanced role, and this advanced role shall be
defined by rules and regulations adopted by the board in accordance
with K.S.A. 65-1130, and amendments thereto.

(b) The board may require that fees paid for any examination under
the Kansas nurse practice act be paid directly to the examination service
by the person taking the examination.

(c) The board shall accept for payment of fees under this section
personal checks, certified checks, cashier’s checks, money orders or
credit cards. The board may designate other methods of payment, but
shall not refuse payment in the form of a personal check. The board
may impose additional fees and recover any costs incurred by reason
of payments made by personal checks with insufficient funds and pay-
ments made by credit cards.

with temporary authorization, for biennial renewal of authorization, for
reinstatement of authorization and for reinstatement of authorization
with temporary authorization shall be upon such form and contain such
information as the board may require and shall be accompanied by a
fee to assist in defraying the expenses in connection with the adminis-
tration of the provisions of this act. The fee shall be fixed by rules and
regulations adopted by the board in an amount fixed by the board under
K.S.A. 65-1118, and amendments thereto. There shall be no fee assessed
for the initial, renewal or reinstatement of the advanced practice regis-
tered nurse license as long as the registered nurse
anesthetist maintains authorization. The executive administrator of the
board shall remit all moneys received to the state treasurer as provided
by K.S.A. 74-1108, and amendments thereto.

Sec. 49. On January 1, 2012, K.S.A. 65-1163 is hereby amended to
read as follows: 65-1163. Nothing in this act shall:

(a) Prohibit administration of a drug by a duly licensed professional
nurse, licensed practical nurse or other duly authorized person for the
alleviation of pain, including administration of local anesthetics;

(b) apply to the practice of anesthesia by a person licensed to prac-
tice medicine and surgery, a licensed dentist or a licensed podiatrist;

(c) prohibit the practice of nurse anesthesia by students enrolled in
approved courses of study in the administration of anesthesia or anal-
gesic as a part of such course of study;

(d) apply to the administration of a pudendal block by a person who

holds a valid certificate-of quatification license as an advanced practice
registered nurse practitioner in the eategory role of nurse-midwife;
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(e) apply to the administration by a licensed professional nurse of
an anesthetic, other than general anesthesia, for a dental operation un-
der the direct supervision of a licensed dentist or for a dental operation
under the direct supervision of a person licensed to practice medicine
and surgery;

(f) prohibit the practice by any registered nurse anesthetist who is
employed by the United States government or in any bureau, division
or agency thereof, while in the discharge of official duties; or

(g) prohibit a registered professional nurse from administering gen-
eral anesthetic agents to a patient on ventilator maintenance in critical
care units when under the direction of a person licensed to practice
medicine and surgery or a person licensed to practice dentistry.

Sec. 50. On January 1, 2012, K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 8-1,125 is hereby
amended to read as follows: 8-1,125. (a) Any Kansas resident who sub-
mits satisfactory proof to the director of vehicles, on a form provided
by the director, that such person is a person with a disability or is re-
sponsible for the transportation of a person with a disability shall be
issued a special license plate or a permanent placard for any motor
vehicle owned by such person or shall be issued a temporary placard.
Satisfactory proof of disability, condition or impairment shall include a

The placard shall be suspended immediately
below the rear view mirror of any motor vehicle used for the transpor-
tation of a person with a disability so as to be maximally visible from
outside the vehicle. In addition to the special license plate or permanent
placard, the director of vehicles shall issue to the person with a disability
an individual identification card which must be carried by the person
with a disability when the motor vehicle being operated by or used for
the transportation of such person is parked in accordance with the pro-
visions of K.S.A. 8-1,126, and amendments thereto. In addition to the
temporary placard, a person issued such temporary placard shall carry
the state or county receipt showing the name of the person who is issued
such temporary placard. A person submitting satisfactory proof that
such person’s disability, condition or impairment is permanent in na-
ture, and upon such person’s request and payment of the fees prescribed
in subsection (b), shall be issued a permanent placard or a permanent
placard and a special license plate and an individual identification card.
Upon proper request, one additional permanent placard shall be issued
to the applicant who has not requested and received a special license
plate. Upon proper request, one additional temporary placard shall be
issued to the applicant certified as temporarily disabled. Temporary
placards shall have an expiration date of not longer than six months
from the date of issuance. The special license plates and placards shall
display the international symbol of access to the physically disabled.

(b) Special license plates issued pursuant to this section shall be is-
sued for the same period of time as other license plates are issued or for
the remainder of such period if an existing license plate is to be ex-
changed for the special license plate. There shall be no fee for such
special license plates in addition to the regular registration fee. No per-
son shall be issued more than one special license plate, except that agen-
cies or businesses which provide transportation for persons with a dis-
ability as a service, may obtain additional special license plates for
vehicles which are utilized in the provision of that service. Special li-
cense plates may be personalized license plates subject to the provisions
of K.S.A. 8-132, and amendments thereto, including the payment of the
additional fee.

(c) Except as otherwise provided in this section, placards and indi-
vidual identification cards issued pursuant to this section shall be issued
for such period of time as the person to whom issued continues to be a
person with a disability or a person responsible for the transportation
of a person with a disability, except that the secretary of revenue shall
make a determination of continued eligibility for a special license plate
or placard at least every three years from the original date of issuance
of such license plate and placard.

(d) Onand-afterJuly11992; The color of the permanent placard
shall be white on a blue background and the temporary placard shall
be white on a red background.

(e) In addition to such other mformatlon contained on individual
identification cards, cards t
shall have the date of birth and the sex of the person to whom the card
is issued.

(f) Permanent placards and individual identification cards shall be
returned to the department of revenue upon the death of the person
with a disability. Temporary placards shall be returned to the depart-
ment of revenue upon the expiration of the placard or upon the death
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of the person with a disability. Special license plates shall be returned
to the county treasurer to be exchanged for another license plate upon
the death of the person with a disability. The individual identification
cards issued with the special license plates shall be returned to the de-
partment of revenue upon the death of the person with a disability.

(g) Violation of subsection (f) is an unclassified misdemeanor pun-
ishable by a fine of not more than $50.

(3) two licensed pharmacists actively engaged in the practice of
pharmacy, nominated by the Kansas pharmacy association and ap-
pointed by the Kansas health policy authority from a list of four nom-
inees;

(4) one person licensed as a pharmacist and actively engaged in ac-
ademic pharmacy, appointed by the Kansas health policy authority
from a list of four nominees provided by the university of Kansas;

(5) one licensed professional nurse actively engaged in long-term
care nursing, nominated by the Kansas state nurses association and ap-
pointed by the Kansas health policy authority from a list of four nom-
inees.

(c) The Kansas health policy authority may add two additional
members so long as no class of professional representatives exceeds 51%
of the membership.

(d) The physician and pharmacist members shall have expertise in
the clinically appropriate prescribing and dispensing of outpatient
drugs.

(eg) The appointments to the board shall be for terms of three years.
In making the appointments, the Kansas health policy authority shall
provide for geographic balance in the representation on the board to
the extent possible. Subject to the provisions of subsection (i), members
may be reappointed.

(f) The board shall elect a chairperson from among board members
who shall serve a one-year term. The chairperson may serve consecutive
terms.

(g) The board, in accordance with K.S.A. 75-4319, and amendments
thereto, may recess for a closed or executive meeting when it is consid-
ering matters relating to identifiable patients or providers.

(h) All actions of the medicaid drug utilization review board shall
be upon the affirmative vote of five members of the board and the vote
of each member present when action was taken shall be recorded by
roll call vote.

(i) Upon the expiration of the term of office of any member of the
medicaid drug utilization review board on or after the effective date of
this act and in any case of a vacancy existing in the membership position

jointly nominated persons; and

(9) one member shall be a licensed advanced practice registered
nurse practitiorrer or physician assistant actively engaged in the practice
of providing the health care and treatment services such person is li-
censed to perform, who has practice experience with the state medicaid
plan and who is nominated jointly by the Kansas state nurses’ associa-
tion and the Kansas academy of physician assistants and appointed by
the Kansas health policy authority from a list of two or more jointly
nominated persons.

(c) “Health care institution”” means any medical care facility, adult
care home, drug abuse and alcoholic treatment facility, home-health
agency certified for federal reimbursement, mental health center or
mental health clinic licensed by the secretary of social and rehabilitation
services, kidney disease treatment center, county, city-county or mul-
ticounty health departments and health-maintenance organization.

(d) “Health care provider” means any person licensed to practice
any branch of the healing arts, licensed dentist, licensed professional
nurse, licensed practical nurse, licensed advanced practice registered
nurse practitioner, licensed optometrist, licensed physical therapist, li-
censed social worker, licensed physician assistant, licensed podiatrist or
licensed psychologist.

(e) “Institutional source” means any natural person, corporation,
association, partnership or governmental or other legal entity that pro-
vides information about an individual to an agent or insurance com-
pany, other than:

(1) An agent;

(2) the individual who is the subject of the information; or

(3) anatural person acting in a personal capacity rather than a busi-
ness or professional capacity.

(f) “Insurance transaction’” means any transaction involving insur-
ance, but not including group insurance coverage, primarily for per-
sonal, family or household needs rather than business or professional
needs.

(g) ““Medical-record information” means personal information
which:

(1) Relates to an individual’s physical or mental condition, medical
history or medical treatment; and
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(2) is obtained from a health care provider or health care institution,
from the individual, or from the individual’s spouse, parent or legal
guardian.

(h) “Termination of insurance coverage” or ““termination of an in-
surance policy’”” means either a cancellation, nonrenewal or lapse of an
insurance policy, in whole or in part, for any reason other than:

(1) The failure to pay a premium as required by the policy; or

(2) at the request or direction of the insured.

Sec. 54. On January 1, 2012, K.S.A. 2010 Supp 65- 468 is hereby
amended to read as follows: 65-468. As used in K.S.A. 65-468 to 65-474,
inclusive, and amendments thereto:

(a) “Health care provider”” means any person licensed or otherwise
authorized by law to provide health care services in this state or a pro-
fessional corporation organized pursuant to the professional corpora-
tion law of Kansas by persons who are authorized by law to form such
corporation and who are health care providers as defined by this sub-
section, or an officer, employee or agent thereof, acting in the course
and scope of employment or agency.

(b) ““Member” means any hospital, emergency medical service, local
health department, home health agency, adult care home, medical clinic,
mental health center or clinic or nonemergency transportation system.

(¢) “Mid-level practitioner” means a physician assistant or ad-
vanced practice registered nurse who has entered into a
written protocol with a rural health network physician.

(d) “Physician”” means a person licensed to practice medicine and
surgery.

(e) “Rural health network” means an alliance of members including
at least one critical access hospital and at least one other hospital which
has developed a comprehensive plan submitted to and approved by the
secretary of health and environment regarding patient referral and
transfer; the provision of emergency and nonemergency transportation
among members; the development of a network-wide emergency serv-
ices plan; and the development of a plan for sharing patient information
and services between hospital members concerning medical staff cre-
dentialing, risk management, quality assurance and peer review.

(f) “Critical access hospital” means a member of a rural health net-
work which makes available twenty-four hour emergency care services;
provides not more than 25 acute care inpatient beds or in the case of a
facility with an approved swing-bed agreement a combined total of ex-
tended care and acute care beds that does not exceed 25 beds; provides
acute inpatient care for a period that does not exceed, on an annual
average basis, 96 hours per patient; and provides nursing services under
the direction of a licensed professional nurse and continuous licensed
professional nursing services for not less than 24 hours of every day
when any bed is occupied or the facility is open to provide services for
patients unless an exemption is granted by the licensing agency pur-
suant to rules and regulations. The critical access hospital may provide
any services otherwise required to be provided by a full-time, on-site
dietician, pharmacist, laboratory technician, medical technologist and
radiological technologist on a part-time, off-site basis under written
agreements or arrangements with one or more providers or suppliers
recognized under medicare. The critical access hospital may provide
inpatient services by a physician assistant, advanced practice registered
nurse practitioner or a clinical nurse specialist subject to the oversight
of a physician who need not be present in the facility. In addition to the
facility’s 25 acute beds or swing beds, or both, the critical access hospital
may have a psychiatric unit or a rehabilitation unit, or both. Each unit
shall not exceed 10 beds and neither unit will count toward the 25-bed
limit, nor will these units be subject to the average 96-hour length of
stay restriction.

(g) “Hospital” means a hospital other than a critical access hospital
which has entered into a written agreement with at least one critical
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access hospital to form a rural health network and to provide medical
or administrative supporting services within the limit of the hospital’s
capabilities.

(a) ““Administer” means the direct application of a drug, whether
by injection, inhalation, ingestion or any other means, to the body of a
patient or research subject by:

(1) A practitioner or pursuant to the lawful direction of a practi-
tioner;

(2) the patient or research subject at the direction and in the presence
of the practitioner; or

(8) apharmacist as authorized in K.S.A. 65-1635a, and amendments
thereto.

(b) ““Agent” means an authorized person who acts on behalf of or
at the direction of a manufacturer, distributor or dispenser but shall not
include a common carrier, public warehouseman or employee of the
carrier or warehouseman when acting in the usual and lawful course of
the carrier’s or warehouseman'’s business.

(c) ““Authorized distributor of record” means a wholesale distribu-
tor with whom a manufacturer has established an ongoing relationship
to distribute the manufacturer’s prescription drug. An ongoing rela-
tionship is deemed to exist between such wholesale distributor and a
manufacturer when the wholesale distributor, including any affiliated
group of the wholesale distributor, as defined in section 1504 of the
internal revenue code, complies with any one of the following: (1) The
wholesale distributor has a written agreement currently in effect with
the manufacturer evidencing such ongoing relationship; and (2) the
wholesale distributor is listed on the manufacturer’s current list of au-
thorized distributors of record, which is updated by the manufacturer
on no less than a monthly basis.

(d) “Board” means the state board of pharmacy created by K.S.A.
74-1603, and amendments thereto.

(e) “Brand exchange’” means the dispensing of a different drug
product of the same dosage form and strength and of the same generic
name than as the brand name drug product prescribed.

(f) “Brand name” means the registered trademark name given to a
drug product by its manufacturer, labeler or distributor.

(g) ““Chain pharmacy warehouse” means a permanent physical lo-
cation for drugs or devices, or both, that aet acts as a central warehouse
and perform performs intracompany sales or transfers of prescription
drugs or devices to chain pharmacies that have the same ownership or
control. Chain pharmacy warehouses must be registered as wholesale
distributors.

(h) ““Co-licensee” means a pharmaceutical manufacturer that has
entered into an agreement with another pharmaceutical manufacturer
to engage in a business activity or occupation related to the manufacture
or distribution of a prescription drug and the national drug code on the
drug product label shall be used to determine the identity of the drug
manufacturer.

(i) “Deliver” or “delivery’” means the actual, constructive or at-
tempted transfer from one person to another of any drug whether or
not an agency relationship exists.

() “’Direct supervision” means the process by which the responsible
pharmacist shall observe and direct the activities of a pharmacy student
or pharmacy technician to a sufficient degree to assure that all such
activities are performed accurately, safely and without risk or harm to
patients, and complete the final check before dispensing.

(k) “Dispense” means to deliver prescription medication to the ul-
timate user or research subject by or pursuant to the lawful order of a
practitioner or pursuant to the prescription of a mid-level practitioner.

(1) “Dispenser” means a practitioner or pharmacist who dispenses
prescription medication.

(m) “Distribute” means to deliver, other than by administering or
dispensing, any drug.

(n) “Distributor’” means a person who distributes a drug.

(o) “Drop shipment” means the sale, by a manufacturer, that man-
ufacturer’s co-licensee, that manufacturer’s third party logistics pro-
vider, or that manufacturer’s exclusive distributor, of the manufac-
turer’s prescription drug, to a wholesale distributor whereby the
wholesale distributor takes title but not possession of such prescription
drug and the wholesale distributor invoices the pharmacy, the chain
pharmacy warehouse, or other designated person authorized by law to
dispense or administer such prescription drug, and the pharmacy, the
chain pharmacy warehouse, or other designated person authorized by
law to dispense or administer such prescription drug receives delivery
of the prescription drug directly from the manufacturer, that manufac-
turer’s co-licensee, that manufacturer’s third party logistics provider, or
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that manufacturer’s exclusive distributor, of such prescription drug.
Drop shipment shall be part of the “‘normal distribution channel.”:

(p) “Drug” means: (1) Articles recognized in the official United
States pharmacopoeia, or other such official compendiums of the United
States, or official national formulary, or any supplement of any of them;
(2) articles intended for use in the diagnosis, cure, mitigation, treatment
or prevention of disease in man or other animals; (3) articles, other than
food, intended to affect the structure or any function of the body of man
or other animals; and (4) articles intended for use as a component of
any articles specified in clause (1), (2) or (3) of this subsection; but does
not include devices or their components, parts or accessories, except that
the term ““drug” shall not include amygdalin (laetrile) or any livestock
remedy, if such livestock remedy had been registered in accordance
with the provisions of article 5 of chapter 47 of the Kansas Statutes
Annotated prior to its repeal.

(@) ““Durable medical equipment” means technologically sophisti-
cated medical devices that may be used in a residence, including the
following: (1) Oxygen and oxygen delivery system; (2) ventilators; (3)
respiratory disease management devices; (4) continuous positive airway
pressure (CPAP) devices; (5) electronic and computerized wheelchairs
and seating systems; (6) apnea monitors; (7) transcutaneous electrical
nerve stimulator (TENS) units; (8) low air loss cutaneous pressure man-
agement devices; (9) sequential compression devices; (10) feeding
pumps; (11) home phototherapy devices; (12) infusion delivery devices;
(13) distribution of medical gases to end users for human consumption;
(14) hospital beds; (15) nebulizers; (16) other similar equipment deter-
mined by the board in rules and regulations adopted by the board.

(r) “Exclusive distributor”” means any entity that: (1) Contracts with
a manufacturer to provide or coordinate warehousing, wholesale dis-
tribution or other services on behalf of a manufacturer and who takes
title to that manufacturer’s prescription drug, but who does not have
general responsibility to direct the sale or disposition of the manufac-
turer’s prescription drug; (2) is registered as a wholesale distributor un-
der the pharmacy act of the state of Kansas; and (3) to be considered
part of the normal distribution channel, must be an authorized distrib-
utor of record.

(s) “Electronic transmission’”” means transmission of information in
electronic form or the transmission of the exact visual image of a doc-
ument by way of electronic equipment.

(t) “Generic name” means the established chemical name or official
name of a drug or drug product.

(u) (1) “Institutional drug room’” means any location where pre-
scription-only drugs are stored and from which prescription-only drugs
are administered or dispensed and which is maintained or operated for
the purpose of providing the drug needs of:

(A) Inmates of a jail or correctional institution or facility;

(B) residents of a juvenile detention facility, as defined by the re-
vised Kansas code for care of children and the revised Kansas juvenile
justice code;

(C) students of a public or private university or college, a commu-
nity college or any other institution of higher learning which is located
in Kansas;

(D) employees of a business or other employer; or

(E) persons receiving inpatient hospice services.

(2) “Institutional drug room” does not include:

(A) Any registered pharmacy;

(B) any office of a practitioner; or

(C) alocation where no prescription-only drugs are dispensed and
no prescription-only drugs other than individual prescriptions are
stored or administered.

(v) “Intracompany transaction” means any transaction or transfer
between any division, subsidiary, parent or affiliated or related com-
pany under common ownership or control of a corporate entity, or any
transaction or transfer between co-licensees of a co-licensed product.

(w) “Medical care facility”” shall have the meaning provided in
K.S.A. 65-425, and amendments thereto, except that the term shall also
include facilities licensed under the provisions of K.S.A. 75-3307b, and
amendments thereto, except community mental health centers and fa-
cilities for the mentally retarded.

(x) “Manufacture” means the production, preparation, propaga-
tion, compounding, conversion or processing of a drug either directly
or indirectly by extraction from substances of natural origin, indepen-
dently by means of chemical synthesis or by a combination of extraction
and chemical synthesis and includes any packaging or repackaging of
the drug or labeling or relabeling of its container, except that this term
shall not include the preparation or compounding of a drug by an in-
dividual for the individual’s own use or the preparation, compounding,
packaging or labeling of a drug by:

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(1) A practitioner or a practitioner’s authorized agent incident to
such practitioner’s administering or dispensing of a drug in the course
of the practitioner’s professional practice;

(2) a practitioner, by a practitioner’s authorized agent or under a
practitioner’s supervision for the purpose of, or as an incident to, re-
search, teaching or chemical analysis and not for sale; or

(8) a pharmacist or the pharmacist’s authorized agent acting under
the direct supervision of the pharmacist for the purpose of, or incident
to, the dispensing of a drug by the pharmacist.

(y) “Manufacturer” means a person licensed or approved by the
FDA to engage in the manufacture of drugs and devices.

(z) ““Normal distribution channel” means a chain of custody for a
prescription-only drug that goes from a manufacturer of the prescrip-
tion-only drug, from that manufacturer to that manufacturer’s co-li-
censed partner, from that manufacturer to that manufacturer’s third-
party logistics provider, or from that manufacturer to that
manufacturer’s exclusive distributor, directly or by drop shipment, to:

(1) A pharmacy to a patient or to other designated persons author-
ized by law to dispense or administer such drug to a patient;

(2) a wholesale distributor to a pharmacy to a patient or other des-
ignated persons authorized by law to dispense or administer such drug
to a patient;

(8) a wholesale distributor to a chain pharmacy warehouse to that
chain pharmacy warehouse’s intracompany pharmacy to a patient or
other designated persons authorized by law to dispense or administer
such drug to a patient; or

(4) a chain pharmacy warehouse to the chain pharmacy ware-
house’s intracompany pharmacy to a patient or other designated per-
sons authorized by law to dispense or administer such drug to a patient.

(aa) ““Person” means individual, corporation, government, govern-
mental subdivision or agency, partnership, association or any other le-
gal entity.

(bb) ““Pharmacist”” means any natural person licensed under this act
to practice pharmacy.

(cc) “Pharmacist in charge” means the pharmacist who is respon-
sible to the board for a registered establishment’s compliance with the
laws and regulations of this state pertaining to the practice of pharmacy,
manufacturing of drugs and the distribution of drugs. The pharmacist
in charge shall supervise such establishment on a full-time or a part-
time basis and perform such other duties relating to supervision of a
registered establishment as may be prescribed by the board by rules and
regulations. Nothing in this definition shall relieve other pharmacists or
persons from their responsibility to comply with state and federal laws
and regulations.

(dd) “Pharmacy,” “drug store”” or “apothecary’” means premises,
laboratory, area or other place: (1) Where drugs are offered for sale
where the profession of pharmacy is practiced and where prescriptions
are compounded and dispensed; or (2) which has displayed upon it or
within it the words ““pharmacist,” “‘pharmaceutical chemist,” “phar-
macy,” “apothecary,” ““drugstore,” “druggist,” “drugs,” “drug sun-
dries” or any of these words or combinations of these words or words
of similar import either in English or any sign containing any of these
words; or (3) where the characteristic symbols of pharmacy or the char-
acteristic prescription sign “Rx” may be exhibited. As used in this sub-
section, premises refers only to the portion of any building or structure
leased, used or controlled by the licensee in the conduct of the business
registered by the board at the address for which the registration was
issued.

(ee) ‘“Pharmacy student”” means an individual, registered with the
board of pharmacy, enrolled in an accredited school of pharmacy.

(ff) “Pharmacy technician’” means an individual who, under the di-
rect supervision and control of a pharmacist, may perform packaging,
manipulative, repetitive or other nondiscretionary tasks related to the
processing of a prescription or medication order and who assists the
pharmacist in the performance of pharmacy related duties, but who
does not perform duties restricted to a pharmacist.

(gg) “Practitioner” means a person licensed to practice medicine
and surgery, dentlst podlatrlst Vetermarlan optometrlsthc‘eﬂsed-bm&er

ticticensee; or sc1ent1f1c mvestlgator or other person authorlzed by law
to use a prescription-only drug in teaching or chemical analysis or to
conduct research with respect to a prescription-only drug.

(hh) “Preceptor” means a licensed pharmacist who possesses at
least two years’ experience as a pharmacist and who supervises students
obtaining the pharmaceutical experience required by law as a condition
to taking the examination for licensure as a pharmacist.

(ii) ““Prescription” means, according to the context, either a prescrip-
tion order or a prescription medication.
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(j) “‘Prescription medication”” means any drug, including label and
container according to context, which is dispensed pursuant to a pre-
scription order.

(kk) “Prescription-only drug’”” means any drug whether intended
for use by man or animal, required by federal or state law (including 21

U.S.C. § 353, as amended), to be dis-
pensed only pursuant to a written or oral prescrlptlon or order of a
practitioner or is restricted to use by practitioners only.

() ““Prescription order”” means: (1) An order to be filled by a phar-
macist for prescription medication issued and signed by a practitioner
or a mid-level practitioner in the authorized course of professional prac-
tice; or (2) an order transmitted to a pharmacist through word of mouth,
note, telephone or other means of communication directed by such prac-
titioner or mid-level practitioner.

(mm) “Probation” means the practice or operation under a tempo-
rary license, registration or permit or a conditional license, registration
or permit of a business or profession for which a license, registration or
permit is granted by the board under the provisions of the pharmacy
act of the state of Kansas requiring certain actions to be accomplished
or certain actions not to occur before a regular license, registration or
permit is issued.

(nn) “Professional incompetency’” means:

(1) One or more instances involving failure to adhere to the appli-
cable standard of pharmaceutical care to a degree which constitutes
gross negligence, as determined by the board;

(2) repeated instances involving failure to adhere to the applicable
standard of pharmaceutical care to a degree which constitutes ordinary
negligence, as determined by the board; or

(3) a pattern of pharmacy practice or other behavior which dem-
onstrates a manifest incapacity or incompetence to practice pharmacy.

(00) “Retail dealer’”” means a person selling at retail nonprescription
drugs which are prepackaged, fully prepared by the manufacturer or
distributor for use by the consumer and labeled in accordance with the
requirements of the state and federal food, drug and cosmetic acts. Such
nonprescription drugs shall not include: (1) A controlled substance; (2)
a prescription-only drug; or (3) a drug intended for human use by hy-
podermic injection.

(pp) “‘Secretary” means the executive secretary of the board.

(qq) “Third party logistics provider”” means an entity that: (1) Pro-
vides or coordinates warehousing, distribution or other services on be-
half of a manufacturer, but does not take title to the prescription drug
or have general responsibility to direct the prescription drug’s sale or
disposition; (2) is registered as a wholesale distributor under the phar-
macy act of the state of Kansas; and (3) to be considered part of the
normal distribution channel, must also be an authorized distributor of
record.

(rr) “Unprofessional conduct” means:

(1) Fraud in securing a registration or permit;

(2) intentional adulteration or mislabeling of any drug, medicine,
chemical or poison;

(3) causing any drug, medicine, chemical or poison to be adulterated
or mislabeled, knowing the same to be adulterated or mislabeled;

(4) intentionally falsifying or altering records or prescriptions;

(5) unlawful possession of drugs and unlawful diversion of drugs
to others;

(6) willful betrayal of confidential information under K.S.A. 65-1654,
and amendments thereto;

(7) conduct likely to deceive, defraud or harm the public;

(8) making a false or misleading statement regarding the licensee’s
professional practice or the efficacy or value of a drug;

(9) commission of any act of sexual abuse, misconduct or exploita-
tion related to the licensee’s professional practice; or

(10) performing unnecessary tests, examinations or services which
have no legitimate pharmaceutical purpose.

(ss) ““Mid-level practitioner” means an advanced practice registered
nurse issued a license pursuant to
K.S.A. 65-1131, and amendments thereto, who has authority to prescribe
drugs pursuant to a written protocol with a responsible physician under
K.S.A. 65-1130, and amendments thereto, or a physician assistant li-
censed pursuant to the physician assistant licensure act who has au-
thority to prescribe drugs pursuant to a written protocol with a respon-
sible physician under K.S.A. 65-28a08, and amendments thereto.

(tt) ““Vaccination protocol” means a written protocol, agreed to by
a pharmacist and a person licensed to practice medicine and surgery by
the state board of healing arts, which establishes procedures and re-
cordkeeping and reporting requirements for administering a vaccine by
the pharmacist for a period of time specified therein, not to exceed two
years.
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(uu) “Veterinary medical teaching hospital pharmacy”” means any
location where prescription-only drugs are stored as part of an accred-
ited college of veterinary medicine and from which prescription-only
drugs are distributed for use in treatment of or administration to a non-
human.

(vv) “Wholesale distributor”” means any person engaged in whole-
sale distribution of prescription drugs or devices in or into the state,
including, but not limited to, manufacturers, repackagers, own-label
distributors, private-label distributors, jobbers, brokers, warehouses, in-
cluding manufacturers” and distributors’ warehouses, co-licensees, ex-
clusive distributors, third party logistics providers, chain pharmacy
warehouses that conduct wholesale distributions, and wholesale drug
warehouses, independent wholesale drug traders and retail pharmacies
that conduct wholesale distributions. Wholesale distributor shall not
include persons engaged in the sale of durable medical equipment to
consumers or patients.

(ww) “Wholesale distribution”” means the distribution of prescrip-
tion drugs or devices by wholesale distributors to persons other than
consumers or patients, and includes the transfer of prescription drugs
by a pharmacy to another pharmacy if the total number of units of
transferred drugs during a twelve-month period does not exceed 5% of
the total number of all units dispensed by the pharmacy during the
immediately preceding twelve-month period. Wholesale distribution
does not include: (1) The sale, purchase or trade of a prescription drug
or device, an offer to sell, purchase or trade a prescription drug or device
or the dispensing of a prescription drug or device pursuant to a pre-
scription; (2) the sale, purchase or trade of a prescription drug or device
or an offer to sell, purchase or trade a prescription drug or device for
emergency medical reasons; (3) intracompany transactions, as defined
in this section, unless in violation of own use provisions; (4) the sale,
purchase or trade of a prescription drug or device or an offer to sell,
purchase or trade a prescription drug or device among hospitals, chain
pharmacy warehouses, pharmacies or other health care entities that are
under common control; (5) the sale, purchase or trade of a prescription
drug or device or the offer to sell, purchase or trade a prescription drug
or device by a charitable organization described in 503(c)(3) of the in-
ternal revenue code of 1954 to a nonprofit affiliate of the organization
to the extent otherwise permitted by law; (6) the purchase or other ac-
quisition by a hospital or other similar health care entity that is a mem-
ber of a group purchasing organization of a prescription drug or device
for its own use from the group purchasing organization or from other
hospitals or similar health care entities that are members of these or-
ganizations; (7) the transfer of prescription drugs or devices between
pharmacies pursuant to a centralized prescription processing agree-
ment; (8) the sale, purchase or trade of blood and blood components
intended for transfusion; (9) the return of recalled, expired, damaged or
otherwise non-salable prescription drugs, when conducted by a hospi-
tal, health care entity, pharmacy, chain pharmacy warehouse or chari-
table institution in accordance with the board’s rules and regulations;
(10) the sale, transfer, merger or consolidation of all or part of the busi-
ness of a retail pharmacy or pharmacies from or with another retail
pharmacy or pharmacies, whether accomplished as a purchase and sale
of stock or business assets, in accordance with the board’s rules and
regulations; (11) the distribution of drug samples by manufacturers’ and
authorized distributors’ representatives; (12) the sale of minimal quan-
tities of drugs by retail pharmacies to licensed practitioners for office
use; or (13) the sale or transfer from a retail pharmacy or chain phar-
macy warehouse of expired, damaged, returned or recalled prescription
drugs to the original manufacturer, originating wholesale distributor or
to a third party returns processor in accordance with the board’s rules
and regulations.

Sec. 56. On and after January 1, 2012, K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 65-2921 is
hereby amended to read as follows: 65-2921. (a) Except as otherwise
provided in subsection (b), (c) or (d), a physical therapist may evaluate
patients without physician referral but may initiate treatment only after
approval by a licensed physician, a licensed podiatrist, a licensed phy-
sician assistant or an a licensed advanced practice registered nurse prac=
tittoner working pursuant to the order or direction of a licensed phy-
sician, a licensed chiropractor, a licensed dentist or licensed optometrist
in appropriately related cases. Physical therapists may initiate physical
therapy treatment with the approval of a practitioner of the healing arts
duly licensed under the laws of another state and may provide such
treatment based upon an order by such practitioner in any setting in
which physical therapists would be authorized to provide such treat-
ment with the approval of a physician licensed by the board, notwith-
standing any provisions of the Kansas healing arts act or any rules and
regulations adopted by the board thereunder.

(b) Physical therapists may evaluate and treat a patient for no more
than 30 consecutive calendar days without a referral under the follow-
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ing conditions: (1) The patient has previously been referred to a physical
therapist for physical therapy services by a person authorized by this
section to approve treatment; (2) the patient’s referral for physical ther-
apy was made within one year from the date a physical therapist im-
plements a program of physical therapy treatment without a referral;
(3) the physical therapy being provided to the patient without referral
is for the same injury, disease or condition as indicated in the referral
for such previous injury, disease or condition; and (4) the physical ther-
apist transmits to the physician or other practitioner identified by the
patient a copy of the initial evaluation no later than five business days
after treatment commences. Treatment of such patient for more than 30
consecutive calendar days ef-streh-patient shall only be upon the ap-
proval of a person authorized by this section to approve treatment.

(c) Physical therapists may provide, without a referral, services
which do not constitute treatment for a specific condition, disease or
injury to: (1) Employees solely for the purpose of education and instruc-
tion related to workplace injury prevention; or (2) the public for the
purpose of fitness, health promotion and education.

(d) Physical therapists may provide services without a referral to
special education students who need physical therapy services to fulfill
the provisions of their individualized education plan (IEP) or individ-
ualized family service plan (IFSP).

Sec. 57. On January 1, 2012, K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 65-4101 is hereby
amended to read as follows: 65-4101. As used in this act: (a) ““Admin-
ister’” means the direct application of a controlled substance, whether
by injection, inhalation, ingestion or any other means, to the body of a
patient or research subject by: (1) A practitioner or pursuant to the law-

(2) the patient or research subject at the direction and in the presence
of the practitioner.

(b) ““Agent” means an authorized person who acts on behalf of or
at the direction of a manufacturer, distributor or dispenser. It does not
include a common carrier, public warehouseman or employee of the
carrier or warehouseman.

(c) “Board” means the state board of pharmacy.

(d) “Bureau” means the bureau of narcotics and dangerous drugs,
United States department of justice, or its successor agency.

(e) “Controlled substance’”” means any drug, substance or immedi-
ate precursor included in any of the schedules designated in K.S.A. 65-
4105, 65-4107, 65-4109, 65-4111 and 65-4113, and amendments to-these
sections thereto.

(f) “Counterfeit substance’” means a controlled substance which, or
the container or labeling of which, without authorization bears the
trademark, trade name or other identifying mark, imprint, number or
device or any likeness thereof of a manufacturer, distributor or dis-
penser other than the person who in fact manufactured, distributed or
dispensed the substance.

(g) “Deliver” or “delivery’” means the actual, constructive or at-
tempted transfer from one person to another of a controlled substance,
whether or not there is an agency relationship.

(h) “Dispense” means to deliver a controlled substance to an ulti-
mate user or research subject by or pursuant to the lawful order of a
practitioner, including the packaging, labeling or compounding neces-
sary to prepare the substance for that delivery, or pursuant to the pre-
scription of a mid-level practitioner.

(i) “Dispenser” means a practitioner or pharmacist who dispenses.

() “Distribute” means to deliver other than by administering or dis-
pensing a controlled substance.

(k) “Distributor” means a person who distributes.

(I) “Drug” means: (1) Substances recognized as drugs in the official
United States pharmacopoeia, official homeopathic pharmacopoeia of
the United States or official national formulary or any supplement to
any of them; (2) substances intended for use in the diagnosis, cure, mit-
igation, treatment or prevention of disease in man or animals; (3) sub-
stances (other than food) intended to affect the structure or any function
of the body of man or animals; and (4) substances intended for use as
a component of any article specified in clause (1), (2) or (3) of this sub-
section. It does not include devices or their components, parts or acces-
sories.

(m) “Immediate precursor” means a substance which the board has
found to be and by rule and regulation designates as being the principal
compound commonly used or produced primarily for use and which is
an immediate chemical intermediary used or likely to be used in the
manufacture of a controlled substance, the control of which is necessary
to prevent, curtail or limit manufacture.

(n) “Manufacture” means the production, preparation, propaga-
tion, compounding, conversion or processing of a controlled substance
either directly or indirectly or by extraction from substances of natural

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origin or independently by means of chemical synthesis or by a com-
bination of extraction and chemical synthesis and includes any pack-
aging or repackaging of the substance or labeling or relabeling of its
container, except that this term does not include the preparation or com-
pounding of a controlled substance by an individual for the individual’s
own lawful use or the preparation, compounding, packaging or labeling
of a controlled substance: (1) By a practitioner or the practitioner’s agent
pursuant to a lawful order of a practitioner as an incident to the prac-
titioner’s administering or dispensing of a controlled substance in the
course of the practitioner’s professional practice; or

(2) by a practitioner or by the practitioner’s authorized agent under
such practitioner’s supervision for the purpose of or as an incident to
research, teaching or chemical analysis or by a pharmacist or medical
care facility as an incident to dispensing of a controlled substance.

(0) ““Marijuana’”” means all parts of all varieties of the plant Cannabis
whether growing or not, the seeds thereof, the resin extracted from any
part of the plant and every compound, manufacture, salt, derivative,
mixture or preparation of the plant, its seeds or resin. It does not include
the mature stalks of the plant, fiber produced from the stalks, oil or cake
made from the seeds of the plant, any other compound, manufacture,
salt, derivative, mixture or preparation of the mature stalks, except the
resin extracted therefrom, fiber, oil, or cake or the sterilized seed of the
plant which is incapable of germination.

(p) “Narcotic drug” means any of the following whether produced
directly or indirectly by extraction from substances of vegetable origin
or independently by means of chemical synthesis or by a combination
of extraction and chemical synthesis: (1) Opium and opiate and any salt,
compound, derivative or preparation of opium or opiate;

(2) any salt, compound, isomer, derivative or preparation thereof
which is chemically equivalent or identical with any of the substances
referred to in clause (1) but not including the isoquinoline alkaloids of
opium;

(8) opium poppy and poppy straw;

(4) coca leaves and any salt, compound, derivative or preparation
of coca leaves, and any salt, compound, isomer, derivative or prepara-
tion thereof which is chemically equivalent or identical with any of these
substances, but not including decocainized coca leaves or extractions of
coca leaves which do not contain cocaine or ecgonine.

(@) ““Opiate” means any substance having an addiction-forming or
addiction-sustaining liability similar to morphine or being capable of
conversion into a drug having addiction-forming or addiction-sustain-
ing liability. It does not include, unless specifically designated as con-
trolled under K.S.A. 65-4102, and amendments thereto, the dextrorota-
tory isomer of 3-methoxy-n-methylmorphinan and its salts
(dextromethorphan). It does include its racemic and levorotatory forms.

(r) “Opium poppy’” means the plant of the species Papaver somni-
ferum I. except its seeds.

(s) “Person” means individual, corporation, government, or gov-
ernmental subdivision or agency, business trust, estate, trust, partner-
ship or association or any other legal entity.

(t) “Poppy straw”” means all parts, except the seeds, of the opium
poppy, after mowing.

(u) ““Pharmacist” means an individual currently licensed by the
board to practice the profession of pharmacy in this state.

(v) “‘Practitioner”” means a person licensed to practice medicine and
surgery, dentist, podiatrist, veterinarian, optometrist licensed under the
optometry law as a therapeutic licensee or diagnostic and therapeutic
licensee, or scientific investigator or other person authorized by law to
use a controlled substance in teaching or chemical analysis or to conduct
research with respect to a controlled substance.

(w) “Production” includes the manufacture, planting, cultivation,
growing or harvesting of a controlled substance.

(x) “Ultimate user” means a person who lawfully possesses a con-
trolled substance for such person’s own use or for the use of a member
of such person’s household or for administering to an animal owned by
such person or by a member of such person’s household.

(y) “Isomer” means all enantiomers and diastereomers.

(z) ““Medical care facility” shall have the meaning ascribed to that
term in K.S.A. 65-425, and amendments thereto.

(aa) “’Cultivate’”” means the planting or promotion of growth of five
or more plants which contain or can produce controlled substances.

(bb) (1) “Controlled substance analog’” means a substance that is
intended for human consumption, and:

(A) The chemical structure of which is substantially similar to the
chemical structure of a controlled substance listed in or added to the
schedules designated in K.S.A. 65-4105 or 65-4107, and amendments
thereto;

(B) which has a stimulant, depressant or hallucinogenic effect on the
central nervous system substantially similar to the stimulant, depressant
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or hallucinogenic effect on the central nervous system of a controlled
substance included in the schedules designated in K.S.A. 65-4105 or 65-
4107, and amendments thereto; or

(C) withrespect to a particular individual, which the individual rep-
resents or intends to have a stimulant, depressant or hallucinogenic ef-
fect on the central nervous system substantially similar to the stimulant,
depressant or hallucinogenic effect on the central nervous system of a
controlled substance included in the schedules designated in K.S.A. 65-
4105 or 65-4107, and amendments thereto.

(2) ““Controlled substance analog’ does not include:

(A) A controlled substance;

(B) a substance for which there is an approved new drug applica-
tion; or

(C) a substance with respect to which an exemption is in effect for
investigational use by a particular person under section 505 of the fed-
eral food, drug, and cosmetic act (21 U.S.C. § 355) to the extent conduct
with respect to the substance is permitted by the exemption.

(cc) “Mid-level practitioner” means an advanced practice registered
nurse practitioner issued a certificate-of qualification license pursuant to
K.S.A. 65-1131, and amendments thereto, who has authority to prescribe
drugs pursuant to a written protocol with a responsible physician under
K.S.A. 65-1130, and amendments thereto, or a physician assistant li-
censed under the physician assistant licensure act who has authority to
prescribe drugs pursuant to a written protocol with a responsible phy-
sician under K.S.A. 65-28a08, and amendments thereto.

Sec. 58. On January 1, 2012, K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 65-5402 is hereby
amended to read as follows: 65-5402. As used in K.S.A. 65-5401 to 65-
5417, inclusive, and K.S.A. 65-5418 to 65-5420, inclusive, and amend-
ments thereto:

(a) ““Board” means the state board of healing arts.

(b) “Practice of occupational therapy”” means the therapeutic use of
purposeful and meaningful occupations (goal-directed activities) to
evaluate and treat, pursuant to the referral, supervision, order or direc-
tion of a physician, a licensed podiatrist, a licensed dentist, a licensed
physician assistant, or an a licensed advanced practice registered nurse
practitioner working pursuant to the order or direction of a person li-
censed to practice medicine and surgery, a licensed chiropractor, or a
licensed optometrist, individuals who have a disease or disorder, im-
pairment, activity limitation or participation restriction that interferes
with their ability to function independently in daily life roles and to
promote health and wellness. Occupational therapy intervention may
include:

(1) Remediation or restoration of performance abilities that are lim-
ited due to impairment in biological, physiological, psychological or
neurological cognitive processes;

(2) adaptation of tasks, process, or the environment or the teaching
of compensatory techniques in order to enhance performance;

(3) disability prevention methods and techniques that facilitate the
development or safe application of performance skills; and

(4) health promotion strategies and practices that enhance perform-
ance abilities.

() “Occupational therapy services” include, but are not limited to:

(1) Evaluating, developing, improving, sustaining, or restoring
skills in activities of daily living (ADL), work or productive activities,
including instrumental activities of daily living (IADL) and play and
leisure activities;

(2) evaluating, developing, remediating, or restoring sensorimotor,
cognitive or psychosocial components of performance;

(3) designing, fabricating, applying, or training in the use of assis-
tive technology or orthotic devices and training in the use of prosthetic
devices;

(4) adapting environments and processes, including the application
of ergonomic principles, to enhance performance and safety in daily life
roles;

(5) applying physical agent modalities as an adjunct to or in prep-
aration for engagement in occupations;

(6) evaluating and providing intervention in collaboration with the
client, family, caregiver or others;

(7) educating the client, family, caregiver or others in carrying out
appropriate nonskilled interventions; and

(8) consulting with groups, programs, organizations or communi-
ties to provide population-based services.

(d) ““Occupational therapist” means a person licensed to practice
occupational therapy as defined in this act.

(e) “Occupational therapy assistant’”” means a person licensed to as-
sist in the practice of occupational therapy under the supervision of an
occupational therapist.

(f) “Person” means any individual, partnership, unincorporated or-
ganization or corporation.
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(g) “Physician” means a person licensed to practice medicine and
surgery.

(h) ““Occupational therapy aide,” “‘occupational therapy tech” or
“occupational therapy paraprofessional” means a person who provides
supportive services to occupational therapists and occupational therapy
assistants in accordance with K.S.A. 65-5419, and amendments thereto.

Sec.59. On January 1, 2012, K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 65-6112, as amended
by section 82 of this act, is hereby amended to read as follows: 65-6112.
As used in this act:

(a) ““Administrator’” means the executive director of the emergency
medical services board.

(e) ““Ambulance service” means any organization operated for the
purpose of transporting sick or injured persons to or from a place where
medical care is furnished, whether or not such persons may be in need
of emergency or medical care in transit.

(f) “Attendant” means a first responder, an emergency medical re-
sponder, emergency medical technician, emergency medical technician-
intermediate, emergency medical technician-defibrillator, emergency
medical technician-intermediate/defibrillator, advanced emergency
medical technician, mobile intensive care technician or paramedic cer-
tified pursuant to this act.

(p) “Instructor-coordinator”” means a person who is certified under
this act to teach initial certification and continuing education classes.

(@ “Medical director” means a physician.

(r) “Medical protocols” mean written guidelines which authorize
attendants to perform certain medical procedures prior to contacting a
physician, physician assistant authorized by a physician, advanced prac-
tice registered nurse authorized by a physician or profes-
sional nurse authorized by a physician. The medical protocols shall be

(y) “‘Physician” means a person licensed by the state board of heal-
ing arts to practice medicine and surgery.

(z) “Physician assistant’”” means a person who is licensed under the
physician assistant licensure act and who is acting under the direction
of a responsible physician.

(aa) “’Professional nurse” means a licensed professional nurse as de-
fined by K.S.A. 65-1113, and amendments thereto.

(bb) ““Provider of training’” means a corporation, partnership, ac-
credited postsecondary education institution, ambulance service, fire
department, hospital or municipality that conducts training programs
that include, but are not limited to, initial courses of instruction and
continuing education for attendants, instructor-coordinators or training
officers.

(cc) “Responsible physician”” means responsible physician as such
term is defined under K.S.A. 65-28a02, and amendments thereto.

(dd) “Training officer”” means a person who is certified pursuant to
this act to teach, coordinate or both, initial courses of instruction for first
responders or emergency medical responders and continuing education
as prescribed by the board.

(d) The board may revoke, limit, modify or suspend a certificate or
the board may refuse to renew such certificate in accordance with the
provisions of the Kansas administrative procedure act.

(e) If a person who previously was certified as a training officer
applies for a training officer’s certificate within two years of the date of
its expiration, the board may grant a certificate without the person com-
pleting an initial course of training or taking an examination if the per-
son complies with the other provisions of subsection (a) and completes
continuing education requirements.

responder is trained to provide as approved by the board.

72-5213 is hereby
amended to read as follows: 72-5213. (a) Every board of education shall
require all employees of the school district, who come in regular contact
with the pupils of the school district, to submit a certification of health
on a form prescribed by the secretary of health and environment and

(b) Each school district shall adopt a policy authorizing the self-
administration of medication by students enrolled in kindergarten or
any of the grades 1 through 12. A student shall meet all requirements
of a policy adopted pursuant to this subsection.

(1) A requirement of a written statement from the student’s health
care provider stating the name and purpose of the medication; the pre-
scribed dosage; the time the medication is to be regularly administered,
and any additional special circumstances under which the medication
is to be administered; and the length of time for which the medication
is prescribed;

istration of medication.

(e) A school district shall provide written notification to the parent
or guardian of a student that the school district and its officers, em-
ployees and agents are not liable for damage, injury or death resulting
directly or indirectly from the self-administration of medication. The
parent or guardian of the student shall sign a statement acknowledging
that the school district and its officers, employees or agents incur no

(b)  Qualifications of members. Each member of the board shall be a
citizen of the United States and a resident of the state of Kansas. Reg-
istered professional nurse members shall possess a license to practice as
a professional nurse in this state with at least five years’ experience in
nursing as such and shall be actively engaged in professional nursing
in Kansas at the time of appointment and reappointment. The licensed
practical nurse members shall be licensed to practice practical nursing
in the state with at least five years’ experience in practical nursing and
shall be actively engaged in practical nursing in Kansas at the time of
appointment and reappointment. The governor shall appoint successors
so that the registered professional nurse membership of the board shall
consist of at least two members who are engaged in nursing service, at
least two members who are engaged in nursing education and at least
one member who is engaged in practice as an advanced practice regis-
tered nurse practitioner or a registered nurse anesthetist.

(A) A copy of the record of criminal conviction or plea of guilty for
a felony in violation of K.S.A. 21-3406, prior to its repeal, or section 42 of
chapter 136 of the 2010 Session Laws of Kansas 5A—21-34686, and amend-
ments thereto;:

(B) a copy of the record of a judgment of contempt of court for
violating an injunction issued under K.S.A. 60-4404, and amendments
thereto; or:

(C) a copy of the record of a judgment assessing damages under
K.S.A. 60-4405, and amendments thereto.

(b) Whenever it is established, after notice and opportunity for hear-
ing in accordance with the provisions of the Kansas administrative pro-
cedure act, that a licensee is in any of the circumstances or has com-
mitted any of the acts described in subsection (a), the Kansas dental
board may take one or any combination of the following actions with
respect to the license of the licensee:

(1) Revoke the license;:

(2) suspend the license for such period of time as may be determined
by the board;-

(3) restrict the right of the licensee to practice by imposing limita-
tions upon dental or dental hygiene procedures which may be per-
formed, categories of dental disease which may be treated or types of
patients which may be treated by the dentist or dental hygienist. Such
restrictions shall continue for such period of time as may be determined
by the board, and the board may require the licensee to provide addi-
tional evidence at hearing before lifting such restrictions; or-

(4) grant a period of probation during which the imposition of one
or more of the actions described in subsections (b)(1) through (b)(3) will
be stayed subject to such conditions as may be imposed by the board
including a requirement that the dentist or dental hygienist refrain from
any course of conduct which may result in further violation of the dental
practice act or the dentist or dental hygienist complete additional or
remedial instruction. The violation of any provision of the dental prac-
tice act or failure to meet any condition imposed by the board as set
forth in the order of the board will result in immediate termination of
the period of probation and imposition of such other action as has been
taken by the board.

(c) As used in this section, ““professionally incompetent’” means:

(1) One or more instances involving failure to adhere to the appli-
cable standard of dental or dental hygienist care to a degree which con-
stitutes gross negligence, as determined by the board;
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(2) repeated instances involving failure to adhere to the applicable
standard of dental or dental hygienist care to a degree which constitutes
ordinary negligence, as determined by the board; or

(3) a pattern of dental or dental hygienist practice or other behavior
which demonstrates a manifest incapacity or incompetence to practice
dentistry.

(d) In addition to or in lieu of one or more of the actions described
in subsections (b)(1) through (b)(4) or in subsection (c) of K.S.A. 65-1444,
and amendments thereto, the board may assess a fine not in excess of
$10,000 against a licensee. All fines collected pursuant to this subsection
shall be remitted to the state treasurer in accordance with the provisions
of K.S.A. 75-4215, and amendments thereto. Upon receipt of each such
remittance, the state treasurer shall deposit the entire amount in the
state treasury and of the amount so remitted, an amount equal to the
board’s actual costs related to fine assessment and enforcement under
this subsection, as certified by the president of the board to the state
treasurer, shall be credited to the dental board fee fund and the balance
shall be credited to the state general fund.

(e) The board, upon its own motion or upon the request of any li-
censee who is a party to a licensure action, may require a physical or
mental examination, or both, of such licensee either prior to a hearing
to be held as a part of a licensure action or prior to the termination of
any period of suspension or the termination of any restrictions imposed
upon the licensee as provided in subsection (b).

New Sec.96. (a) Any person who is not licensed as a dentist under
the dental practices act, or any entity that is not a professional corpo-
ration or limited liability company composed of dentists which enter
into an agreement with a dentist to provide dental office administrative
services shall register with the Kansas dental board.

(b) (1) The registration shall include the company name, contact
information and responsible person of such person or entity along with
the address and licensed dentist practice owner names for which ad-
ministrative services are being provided.

(b) No person who is a licensed dentist or any entity that is not a
professional corporation or limited liability company owned by a li-
censed dentist shall enter into or continue to maintain a contract or
agreement with a licensed dentist in which such contract or agreement
allows or provides for the following functions to be controlled by any
person or entity other than a licensed dentist pursuant to this section:

(c) It shall not be a violation of this section for a person or entity to
act on behalf of a licensed dentist to perform or arrange for others to
perform office administrative services including, but not limited to:

(1)  Purchasing, billing or tax preparation;

(2) compliance or quality assurance programs;

(8) legal advice or representation; and

(4) payroll, advertising, training, recruiting, recordkeeping, pro-
gramming or other similar functions under the direction or with the
consent or approval of a licensed dentist or professional corporation or
limited liability company owned by a licensed dentist.

(d) Nothing in this section shall prohibit a licensed dentist, profes-
sional corporation or limited liability company owned by a licensed
dentist from entering into real estate lease, equipment lease or lease
purchase agreement or bona fide sale of dental equipment or material

secured by a chattel mortgage or retain title agreements with equipment
manufacturers, landlords, lending institutions, leasing companies, den-
tal franchisors or persons or entities providing dental office administra-
tive services or similar commercial financing transactions.

(e) No contract or provision in any such agreement shall require
either party to indemnify the other party for negligence, intentional acts
or omissions that constitute a violation of K.S.A. 65-1422 et seq., and
amendments thereto.

Such em-
ployer shall also adopt and maintain a written smoking policy which
shall prohibit smoking without exception in all areas of the place of
employment. Such policy shall be communicated to all current employ-
ees within one week of its adoption and shall be communicated to all
new employees upon hiring. Each employer shall provide a written
copy of the smoking policy upon request to any current or prospective
employee.

(c) Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, K.S.A. 21-
4011 or 21-4012, and amendments thereto, the proprietor or other per-
son in charge of an adult care home, as defined in K.S.A. 39-923, and
amendments thereto, or a medical care facility, may designate a portion
of such adult care home, or the licensed long-term care unit of such
medical care facility, as a smoking area, and smoking may be permitted
within such designated smoking area.

(8) a class A or class B club defined in K.S.A. 41-2601, and amend-
ments thereto, which (A) held a license pursuant to K.S.A. 41-2606 et
seq., and amendments thereto, as of January 1, 2009; and (B) notifies the
secretary of health and environment in writing, not later than 90 days
after the effective date of this act, that it wishes to continue to allow

(10)  any benefit cigar dinner or other cigar dinner of a substantially similar
nature that:

(A) Is conducted specifically and exclusively for charitable purposes by a
nonprofit organization which is exempt from federal income taxation pursuant
to section 501(c)(3) of the federal internal revenue code of 1986;

(B) is conducted no more than once per calendar year by such organization;
and

(C)  has been held during each of the previous three years prior to January
1, 2011.

The pooled money invest-
ment board is authorized and directed to use any moneys in the oper-
ating accounts, investment accounts or other investments of the state of
Kansas to provide the funds for each such loan. Each such loan shall
bear interest at a rate equal to the net earnings rate for the pooled money
investment portfolio at the time of the making of such loan. Such loan
shall not be deemed to be an indebtedness or debt of the state of Kansas
within the meaning of section 6 of article 11 of the constitution of the
state of Kansas. Upon certification to the pooled money investment
board by the director of the Kansas water office of the amount of each
loan authorized pursuant to this subsection, the pooled money invest-
ment board shall transfer each such amount certified by the director of
the Kansas water office from the state bank account or accounts to the
water marketing fund of the Kansas water office. The principal and
interest of each loan authorized pursuant to this subsection shall be
repaid in payments payable at least annually for a period of not more
than five years.

(g) During the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012, the director of ac-
counts and reports shall transfer an amount or amounts specified by
the director of the Kansas water office prior to April 1, 2012, from the
water marketing fund to the state general fund, in accordance with the
provisions of the state water plan storage act, and amendments thereto,
and rules and regulations adopted thereunder, for the purposes of mak-
ing repayments to the state general fund for moneys advanced for an-
nual capital cost payments for water supply storage space in reservoirs.

(i) Payments made pursuant to the provisions of this act may be
made to any eligible person but not more than one payment shall be
made with regard to any single dwelling or commercial or nonprofit
premises, except that, if the dwelling or premises are rented, one pay-
ment may be made to a renter and one payment may be made to an
owner.

(j) Participation in the assistance program provided for by this act
shall be voluntary. No person shall be required to relocate or sell prop-
erty under the provisions of this act.

eral grants during fiscal year 2012, which federal grants are hereby au-
thorized to be applied for and received by such state agencies: Provided,
That no expenditure shall be made from and no obligation shall be
incurred against any such federal grant or other federal receipt, which
has not been previously appropriated or reappropriated or approved
for expenditure by the governor, until the governor has authorized the
state agency to make expenditures therefrom.

Sec. 200. (a) Any correctional institutions building fund appropria-
tion heretofore appropriated to any state agency named in this or other
appropriation act of the 2011 regular session of the legislature, and hav-
ing an unencumbered balance as of June 30, 2011, in excess of $100 is
hereby reappropriated for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012, for the
same uses and purposes as originally appropriated unless specific pro-
vision is made for lapsing such appropriation.

(b) This section shall not apply to the unencumbered balance in any
account of the correctional institutions building fund that was encum-
bered for any fiscal year commencing prior to July 1, 2010.

Sec. 201. (a) Any Kansas educational building fund appropriation
heretofore appropriated to any institution named in this or other ap-
propriation act of the 2011 regular session of the legislature and having
an unencumbered balance as of June 30, 2011, in excess of $100 is hereby
reappropriated for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012, for the same use
and purpose as originally appropriated, unless specific provision is
made for lapsing such appropriation.

(b) This section shall not apply to the unencumbered balance in any
account of the Kansas educational building fund that was encumbered
for any fiscal year commencing prior to July 1, 2010.

Sec.202. (a) Any state institutions building fund appropriation here-
tofore appropriated to any state agency named in this or other appro-
priation act of the 2011 regular session of the legislature and having an
unencumbered balance as of June 30, 2011, in excess of $100 is hereby
reappropriated for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012, for the same use
and purpose as originally appropriated, unless specific provision is
made for lapsing such appropriation.

(b) This section shall not apply to the unencumbered balance in any
account of the state institutions building fund that was encumbered for
any fiscal year commencing prior to July 1, 2010.

Sec. 203. Any transfers of money during the fiscal year ending June
30, 2012, from any special revenue fund of any state agency named in
this act to the audit services fund of the division of post audit under
K.S.A. 46-1121, and amendments thereto, shall be in addition to any
expenditure limitation imposed on any such fund for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 2012.

Sec. 204. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the Kansas register.

Message to the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

I want to congratulate the 2011 Legislature on putting
together a fair budget in the midst of a down economy.
Filling a $500 million budget hole without raising taxes
is a difficult task, but the Committees on Appropriations
and Ways and Means and the entire House and Senate
took on the challenge and produced a budget that funds
state priorities while maintaining a responsible $50 mil-
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lion real ending balance. And this balance will grow
throughout FY 2012. In fact, in the time period between
passage of this bill and today, it is estimated that KPERS
will show $4 million in additional savings in FY 2011 and
$11 million in FY 2012. I am proud of everyone’s hard
work. I will sign this bill.

Pursuant to Article 2, Section 14 of the Constitution of
the State of Kansas, I hereby return Senate Substitute for
House Bill No. 2014 with my signature approving the bill,
except for the items enumerated below. The net effect of
these line item vetoes will be an increase in the ending
balance of $498,000.

Kansas Technology Enterprise Corporation
Pipeline

Section 26 has been line-item vetoed in its entirety.

As part of my agency reorganizations, I recommended
elimination of KTEC. This is an unnecessary appropria-
tion from a fund (the EDIF) that is short of cash for an
agency that will not exist on July 1. Other sources are now
available to keep the entrepreneurial program running.

Department of Health & Environment—
Division of Health Care Finance

Preferred Mental Health Drug List
Section 108(e) has been line-item vetoed in its entirety.

The Preferred Drug List for the Medicaid Program has
been in use for several years and has helped in controlling
pharmacy expenditures which had been growing expo-
nentially. Expanding the Preferred Drug List to include
mental health drugs and using the Mental Health Pre-
ferred Drug List (PDL) Advisory Committee to recom-
mend appropriate medically-indicated management of
mental health drugs dispensed under the MediKan pro-
gram will reduce expenditures. My veto of this provision
will not require implementation of a PDL, but would al-
low for improved patient safety; timely access to medi-
cations, support of systematic, best-practice guidance for
providers, and lower overall costs. The use of a PDL is
standard practice in most private health insurance plans.

State Employee Health Benefits Program Surcharge
Section 108(f) has been line-item vetoed in its entirety.

After further review of this provision, it appears that
the revenues that might be generated from a surcharge
on state employee health premiums are far less than orig-
inally anticipated. After a thorough review, the actual
revenues that can reasonably be anticipated from this sur-
charge are $790,000. Given the legal concerns the provi-
sion may create as it relates to the Kansas Wage Payment
Act coupled with the smaller revenues produced, I am
compelled to veto the surcharge. I have further directed
the Secretary of the Kansas Department of Health and
Environment that upon the effective date of the state re-
organization of the Kansas Health Policy Authority, the
state employee gift card program shall be phased out.
This administrative action is reasonably anticipated to
generate savings to the Health Plan of $600,000, which
amount shall essentially offset the lost revenue as a result

of this specific line-item veto.

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Department of Social and Rehabilitation Services
Quarterly Reporting

That portion of Section 111(a) that reads as follows has
been line-item vetoed:

"“And provided further, That in addition to the other pur-
poses for which expenditures may be made by the above
agency from the state operations account for fiscal year
2012, expenditures shall be made by the above agency
from the state operations account for fiscal year 2012 to
report, at least quarterly during such fiscal year, to the
legislative budget committee concerning the budget and
financial status of the department of social and rehabili-
tation services and any other matter the committee may
request.”

I have directed my administration to maintain open
lines of communication with the Legislature, instructing
them to operate transparently and provide timely infor-
mation on our policies, ongoing progress, and the chal-
lenges we must meet. The language contained in this pro-
vision would place an unfair and unnecessary
administrative burden on one state agency, so I have ve-
toed it.

Kansas Arts Commission
Agency Operations
Section 115(a) has been line-item vetoed in its entirety.

That portion of Section 143(a) that reads as follows has
been line-item vetoed:

“Kansas Arts CommiSSion ...........cceeeevivenienennnn.. 6.00”

This veto strikes State General Fund appropriations
made to the Commission and removes the Commission’s
FTE position limitation. My FY 2012 Budget Report rec-
ommended no funding for the Commission and outlined
a transition plan in order to fund the arts in Kansas with
private donations while maintaining the state’s federal
match. In difficult fiscal times such as these, the state must
prioritize how to spend its limited resources and focus its
attention on providing core services. The arts will con-
tinue to thrive in Kansas when funded by private dona-
tions, and I intend to personally involve myself in efforts
to make this happen.

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Across the Board Reduction

That portion of Section 175 that reads as follows has
been line-item vetoed:

"“Provided further, That the aggregate amount lapsed in
each account of the state general fund of the state agency
under this section shall be the amount in the account
budgeted for state operations which bears the same rela-
tion to $5,900,000 as the aggregate amount budgeted for
state operations from the state general fund for the state
agency in the Governor’s Budget Report for FY 2012 bears
to the aggregate amount budgeted for state operations
from the state general fund for all state agencies in the
Governor’s Budget Report for FY 2012:”

My administration remains committed to right-sizing
the state budget and reducing the likelihood of allotments
by maintaining a responsible ending balance. While I
fully intend to make these reductions, I must have the
flexibility to impose them where I believe they can be
made without harming key services. The $5.9 million re-
duction is left intact with this veto and the certification of
reductions will be made as provided for in the bill. These
reductions, however, should not be made on a pro-rata
basis, so I have vetoed this proviso.

Moving Forward

As we look toward more challenges ahead, I encourage
the Legislature to join me in thoroughly reviewing areas
where we can reduce the reach of state government. One
of these areas is state subsidization of public broadcast-
ing. I intend again to include no funding for public broad-
casting operations grants in my FY 2013 budget, so I en-
courage recipients of these grants to make appropriate
preparations.

Again, I commend the Legislature for its work during
the 2011 session, and I look forward to working with all
of you in the coming months and years as we get our
state’s budget and economy back on track.
