The Kansas Department of Transportation (KDOT) is
seeking the services of a consulting engineering firm to pro-
vide Flood Repair Design for a new river stabilization sys-
tem in Sumner County using rock bend-way weirs (BWW),
bank stabilization with Longitudinal Peak Stone Toe Pro-
tection (LPSTP), and upper slope rock revetment (RR).

In accordance with 2017 HB 2217, this regulation
creates requirements for pharmacist dispensing of nal-
oxone to patients, bystanders, first responder agencies,
and school nurses without a prescription in accordance
with a statewide protocol established by the Board, in-
cluding labeling, counseling, wholesale sales, reporting,
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recordkeeping, and other duties. The regulation also sets
requirements for school nurses and first responder agen-
cies (and employees) to complete training and education
necessary to receive, carry, and administer emergency
opioid antagonists.

Any economic impact on the Board will be related to
general licensing, document processing and storage, and
program compliance and oversight. Costs to the Board
might appear in the form of administrative staff time,
are anticipated to be minimal, and will be absorbed by
current staff and resources. Pharmacists may experi-
ence an impact related to time reviewing the protocol,
acquiring necessary training, and providing notification
to the Board. However, the authority to dispense without
a prescription is optional for pharmacists, not mandato-
ry. Businesses (including pharmacies, first responder
agencies, or schools) may be impacted by the staff time
required for necessary training/education or the costs
associated with acquiring the emergency opioid antag-
onist and storing the drug. Costs to private individuals
or other businesses would not differ from the status quo,
therefore, no impact is anticipated. In all instances, the
Board does not anticipate any financial impact upon oth-
er governmental agencies, and the Board is unaware of
any less costly or less intrusive methods to achieve the
stated purposes and thus none were considered.

K.A.R. 9-18-9 — Inspections of premises. This section
describes the policy of inspections of licensed and unli-
censed facilities, the times when inspections will occur,
and the ability to conduct unannounced inspections.

K.A.R. 9-18-10 - General requirements for housing
facilities. This section defines the standard housekeep-
ing, husbandry, and other requirements with which re-
tail breeders, hobby breeders, animal shelters, rescue net-
works, boarding and training kennels, research facilities,
and pet shops must comply.

K.A.R. 9-18-11 — Additional requirements for indoor
housing facilities and sheltered housing facilities. This
section defines the standard structural and other require-
ments for indoor and sheltered facilities for retail breeders,
hobby breeders, animal shelters, rescue networks, board-
ing and training kennels, research facilities, and pet shops.

K.A.R. 9-18-12 - Additional requirements for outdoor
housing facilities. This section defines the standard
structural and other requirements for outdoor housing
facilities for retail breeders, hobby breeders, animal shel-
ters, rescue networks, boarding and training kennels, re-
search facilities, and pet shops.

K.A.R. 9-18-13 - Primary enclosures. This section defines
the requirements of a primary enclosure for retail breeders,
hobby breeders, animal shelters, rescue networks, board-
ing and training kennels, research facilities, and pet shops.
It also defines additional requirements for cats.

K.A.R. 9-18-14-Cleaning, sanitization, and pest con-
trol. This section defines the standard requirements for
cleaning, sanitization, and pest control for retail breed-
ers, hobby breeders, animal shelters, rescue networks,
boarding and training kennels, research facilities, and
pet shops.

K.A.R. 9-18-15 — Compatible grouping. This section
states the licensee shall not house animals in groups that
are not compatible.

K.A.R. 9-18-16 — Separation of animals by gender.
This section states all intact adult animals must be housed
separately from other sexually intact adult animals of the
opposite sex within an animal shelter, rescue network, or
pet animal foster home.

K.A.R. 9-18-17 — Feeding and Watering. This section
defines adequate feeding and watering requirements for
retail breeders, hobby breeders, animal shelters, rescue
networks, boarding and training kennels, research facili-
ties, and pet shops.
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K.A.R. 9-18-18- Contingency Planning. This section
states each licensee must develop a written plan to pro-
vide proper handling, treatment, and care for animals in
the event of an emergency.

K.A.R. 9-18-19 — Employees and Volunteers. This sec-
tion states the licensee must employ enough individuals
for the facility to remain in compliance. Employer must
provide proper training of care and handling of animals
to employees.

K.A.R. 9-18-20 — Age of animal. This section defines
the age requirements in order to sell, exchange, and
adopt animals.

K.AR. 9-18-21 - Adequate veterinary medical care.
This section states the requirement for retail breeders,
hobby breeders, animal shelters, rescue networks, board-
ing and training kennels, research facilities, and pet shops
to provide adequate veterinary care for their animals.

K.A.R. 9-18-22 - Exercise. This section states each
licensee must provide a plan of exercise for dogs over 12
weeks of age, except females with litters. It also defines
the means in which the licensee can provide exercise.

K.A.R. 9-18-24 — Animal breeders and animal distrib-
utors. This section adopts by reference federal standards
in 9 CF.R. Sections 3.1 through 3.4 and 3.6 through 3.12.

K.A.R. 9-18-25 — Prohibiting the sale or gift of cer-
tain animals by pet shops. This section states the sale of
reptiles shall not be conducted unless the business has
posted signs regarding safe reptile-handling practices. It
also states pet shops shall not sell, offer for sale, or offer
as a gift or promotional consideration any viable turtle
eggs or live turtles with a carapace length of less than
four inches.

K.A.R. 9-18-26 — Animal research facilities. Provides
specific requirements for animal research facilities.

K.A.R. 9-18-27 — Rescue networks. This section states
the requirements for rescue networks. This combines
two previously-established categories: group home
shelters and rescue home shelters, into the category of
rescue network.

K.A.R. 9-18-28 — Pet animal foster homes. This section
defines the requirements of pet animal foster homes uti-
lized by rescue networks and shelters.

K.A.R. 9-18-29 — Mobile adoption facilities. This sec-
tion states the ability of licensed shelters and rescue net-
works to conduct adoptions at locations other than their
licensed premises.

K.A.R. 9-18-30 — Tethering of animals by boarding or
training kennel operators. This section defines the pur-
pose for and time periods during which licensees may
use tethers.

K.A.R. 9-18-1 through 9-18-3. To be revoked.
K.A.R. 9-19-12. To be revoked.

K.A.R. 9-20-1 through 9-20-4. To be revoked.
K.A.R. 9-21-1 through 9-21-3. To be revoked.

K.A.R. 9-25-1 through 9-25-15. To be revoked.

Economic Impact Statement:

The proposed new regulations are adopted by the
Kansas Animal Health Commissioner to implement the
Kansas Pet Animal Act. Within these proposed regula-
tions are requirements such as adequate veterinary care,
feeding, watering, cleaning, and general requirements
for housing facilities for small animals defined under the
Kansas Pet Animal Act (KPAA).

The proposed new regulations are intended to
streamline and consolidate six different subsets of ex-
isting regulations, and create uniform requirements for
all licensees subject to the KPAA. These regulations will
implement a more easily understandable, customer-
friendly set of requirements not only for the licensees,
but also for the Kansas Department of Agriculture Ani-
mal Facility Inspectors.

These proposed regulations are not mandated by Fed-
eral Law.

The proposed regulations should not have a negative
fiscal impact upon the Kansas Department of Agriculture.

K.AR. 9-18-6 Fees. This regulation will bring in an es-
timated additional revenue of approximately $4,800 an-
nually to the KDA Animal Facility Inspection program
within the Division of Animal Health.

The additional revenue of $4,800 will be derived from
the increase in fees for the existing Group Home Shelters
and Rescue Home Shelters, which will be combined in
the proposed regulations as Rescue Networks with an
annual fee of $125. This fee was increased to cover the
additional staff time and expenses of inspecting these
types of shelters.

The current fees for licensure under the Kansas Pet An-
imal Act will not change, except for the addition of a new
category (Rescue Network). This addition will combine
two existing categories (Group Home Shelters and Res-
cue Home Shelters). This addition could pose a financial
impact to these two existing categories.

These two existing categories currently pay $50 an-
nually for a license. These proposed regulations will in-
crease the fees for these existing categories by $75, with a
new proposed fee of $125.

A number of proposed requirements were discussed
in multiple meetings of the Kansas Pet Animal Advisory
Board. The fees and other requirements in the proposed
regulations are the result of these discussions.

The proposed regulations are not expected to have an
environmental impact.

Owners and operators of covered
amusement rides will be required to comply with any re-
quests of inspection by the Kansas Department of Labor
of these amusement ride records.

Economic Impact: H Sub for SB 70 imposes registra-
tion fees and permit fees on owners, specifies minimum
insurance coverage amounts, sets the qualifications for
inspectors, and increases the retention period for re-
cords. These statutory requirements are likely to have
an appreciable impact on owners of covered amuse-
ment rides and will result in an annual regulatory cost
of approximately $307,000. The department does not
anticipate any appreciable economic impact due to
compliance with the proposed regulations, K.A.R. 49-
55-1, 49-55-2, 49-55-3, 49-55-4, 49-55-5, 49-55-6, 49-55-8,
49-55-11, and 49-55-12.

The department does not foresee an increase in its ex-
penses to administer and enforce these regulations.

Article 2.—AMBULANCE SERVICES;
PERMITS AND REGULATIONS

109-2-8. Standards for ground ambulances and
equipment. (a) Each ground ambulance shall meet the
vehicle and equipment standards that are applicable to
that type of ambulance.

(b) Each ground ambulance shall have the ambulance li-
cense prominently displayed in the patient compartment.

(c) The patient compartment size shall meet or exceed
the following specifications:

(1) Headroom: 60 inches; and

(2) length: 116 inches.
(continued)
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(d) Each ambulance shall have a heating and cooling
system that is controlled separately for the patient and
the driver compartments. The air conditioners for each
compartment shall have separate evaporators.

(e) Each ambulance shall have separate ventilation
systems for the driver and patient compartments. These
systems shall be separately controlled within each com-
partment. Fresh air intakes shall be located in the most
practical, contaminant-free air space on the ambulance.
The patient compartment shall be ventilated through the
heating and cooling systems.

(f) The patient compartment in each ambulance shall
have adequate lighting so that patient care can be given
and the patient’s status monitored without the need for
portable or hand-held lighting. A reduced lighting level
shall also be provided. A patient compartment light and
step-well light shall be automatically activated by open-
ing the entrance doors. Interior light fixtures shall not
protrude more than 1%2 inches.

(g) Each ambulance shall have an electrical system to
meet maximum demand of the electrical specifications of
the vehicle. All conversion equipment shall have individ-
ual fusing that is separate from the chassis fuse system.

(h) Each ground ambulance shall have lights and si-
rens as required by K.S.A. 8-1720 and K.S.A. 8-1738, and
amendments thereto.

(i) Each ground ambulance shall have an exterior pa-
tient loading light over the rear door, which shall be ac-
tivated both manually by an inside switch and automati-
cally when the door is opened.

(j) The operator shall mark each ground ambulance li-
censed by the board as follows:

(1) The name of the ambulance service shall be in block
letters, not less than four inches in height, and in a col-
or that contrasts with the background color. The service
name shall be located on both sides of the ambulance and
shall be placed in such a manner that it is readily identi-
fiable to other motor vehicle operators.

(2) Any operator may use a decal or logo that identi-
fies the ambulance service in place of lettering. The de-
cal or logo shall be at least 10 inches in height and shall
be in a color that contrasts with the background color.
The decal or logo shall be located on both sides of the
ambulance and shall be placed in such a manner that
the decal or logo is readily identifiable to other motor
vehicle operators.

(3) Each ground ambulance initially licensed by the
board before January 1, 1995 that is identified either by
letters or a logo on both sides of the ground ambulance
shall be exempt from the minimum size requirements in
paragraphs (1) and (2) of this subsection.

(k) Each ground ambulance shall have a communica-
tions system that is readily accessible to both the atten-
dant and the driver and is in compliance with K.A.R.
109-2-5(a).

(I) An operator shall equip each ground ambulance as
follows:

(1) At least two annually inspected ABC fire extin-
guishers or comparable fire extinguishers, which shall be
secured;

(2) either two portable, functional flashlights or one
flashlight and one spotlight;
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(3) one four-wheeled or six-wheeled, all-purpose, mul-
tilevel cot with an elevating head and at least two safety
straps with locking mechanisms;

(4) one urinal;

(5) one bedpan;

(6) one emesis basin or convenience bag;

(7) one complete change of linen;

(8) two blankets;

(9) one waterproof cot cover;

(10) one pillow;

(11) a no-smoking sign posted in the patient compart-
ment and the driver compartment; and

(12) mass-casualty triage tags.

(m) The operator shall equip each ground ambulance
with the following internal medical systems:

(1) An oxygen system with at least two outlets located
within the patient compartment and at least 2,000 liters
of storage capacity, with a minimum oxygen level of 200
psi. The cylinder shall be in a compartment that is vented
to the outside. The pressure gauge and regulator control
valve shall be readily accessible to the attendant from in-
side the patient compartment; and

(2) a functioning, on-board, electrically powered suc-
tion aspirator system with a vacuum of at least 300 mil-
limeters of mercury at the catheter tip. The unit shall be
easily accessible with large-bore, nonkinking suction
tubing and a large-bore, semirigid, nonmetallic oropha-
ryngeal suction tip.

(n) The operator shall equip each ground ambulance
with the following medical equipment:

(1) A portable oxygen unit of at least 300-liter storage ca-
pacity, complete with pressure gauge and flowmeter and
with a minimum oxygen level of 200 psi. The unit shall
be readily accessible from inside the patient compartment;

(2) a functioning, portable, self-contained battery or
manual suction aspirator with a vacuum of at least 300
millimeters of mercury at the catheter tip and a transpar-
ent or translucent collection bottle or bag. The unit shall
be fitted with large-bore, nonkinking suction tubing and
a large-bore, semirigid, nonmetallic oropharyngeal suc-
tion tip, unless the unit is self-contained; and

(3) currently dated supplies, medications, and equip-
ment as authorized by the scope of practice and protocols,
in accordance with the applicable list of supplies, medica-
tions, and equipment approved by the medical director.

(o) The operator shall equip each ground ambulance
with the following blood-borne and body fluid patho-
gen protection equipment in a quantity sufficient for
crew members:

(1) Surgical or medical protective gloves;

(2) protective goggles, glasses or chin-length clear face
shields;

(3) filtering masks that cover the mouth and nose;

(4) nonpermeable, full-length, long-sleeve protective
gowns;

(5) a leakproof, rigid container clearly marked as “Bio-
hazard”” for the disposal of sharp objects; and

(6) a leakproof, closeable container for soiled linen and
supplies.

(p) If an operator’s medical protocols or equipment list
is amended, a copy of these changes shall be submitted
to the board by the ambulance service operator within 15
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days of implementation of the change. Equipment and
supplies obtained on a trial basis or for temporary use by
the operator shall not be required to be reported to the
board by an operator. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2016 Supp.
