Synopsis: Under the facts provided, a candidate for elected
office may use campaign contributions in their campaign
account as collateral to secure a personal loan, if the pro-
ceeds, in turn, are loaned to the campaign for reelection.

Dear Sen. Hensley,

We understand that you request this opinion as an
incumbent Kansas senator standing for reelection in
2016. Our opinion regarding application of the Kansas
campaign finance act, K.S.A. 25-4119e, et seq., (act) re-
sponds to your letter request received January 25, 2016.
Pursuant to K.S.A. 75-4303a(a), jurisdiction of the Kan-
sas Governmental Ethics Commission (commission) is
limited to applicability of the act. The commission’s
opinion does not address whether some other statutory
system, common law theory, or agency rule or regula-
tion applies to your inquiry.

Question

“...[A]s a candidate for elected office, may [I] use cam-
paign contributions in my campaign account as collateral
to secure a personal loan that I would then loan to my
campaign for re-election?”

Analysis and Opinion

Having appointed a treasurer and made a public an-
nouncement of intention to seek reelection to the Kan-
sas Senate for District 19, you are a candidate subject
to the Kansas campaign finance act pursuant to K.S.A.
25-4143(a)(1), (2), (m), and 25-2505. A candidate’s use of
monetary campaign contributions is limited by the act. In
pertinent part K.S.A. 25-4157a(a) provides:

(a) No moneys received by any candidate or candi-
date committee of any candidate as a contribution
under this act shall be used or be made available
for the personal use of the candidate and no such
moneys shall be used by such candidate or the can-
didate committee of such candidate except for:

(1) Legitimate campaign purposes;

For the purpose of this subsection, expenditures
for “personal use” shall include expenditures to
defray normal living expenses for the candidate
or the candidate’s family and expenditures for the
personal benefit of the candidate having no direct
connection with or effect upon the campaign of the
candidate or the holding of public office.

We first look to whether the use of contribution moneys
is for a purpose enumerated in K.S.A. 25-4157a(a). Sub-
paragraph (a)(1) allows contribution moneys to be used
for a legitimate campaign purpose. Your inquiry propos-
es a use of contribution moneys as collateral to secure a
personal loan. Loan proceeds will then be loaned back to

(continued)
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the campaign for reelection. This is a use for campaign
purposes. We next determine whether it is legitimate.

An overarching use limitation is “[n]Jo moneys...re-
ceived as a contribution...shall be used or be made avail-
able for the personal use of the candidate...” (K.S.A.
25-4157a[a]). Use of contribution moneys as collateral to
secure a personal loan of the candidate is an inherently
personal use. Yet subsection (a) of K.S.A. 25-4157a con-
tains its own definition of “personal use.” It specifies as
a personal use “expenditures for the personal benefit of
the candidate having no direct connection with or effect
upon the campaign of the candidate or the holding of
public office.” The direct implication by defining such as
“personal use” is that the inverse is excluded from the
personal use definition. In other words, an expenditure
that does not personally benefit the candidate and which
is directly connected with and effects the campaign is not
a personal use. Under your inquiry, any benefit from the
collateralization use of contribution moneys received by
the campaign is not personal and is directly connected
with and effects your campaign. Thus, the use of contri-
bution moneys as collateral, as specified in your inquiry,
is for a legitimate campaign purpose. It does not violate
K.S.A. 25-4157a(a).

We now must consider whether the use of contribu-
tion moneys for collateral violates K.S.A. 25-4157a(b)
which provides:

No moneys received by any candidate or candi-
date committee of any candidate as a contribution
shall be used to pay interest or any other finance
charges upon moneys loaned to the campaign by
such candidate or the spouse of such candidate.

In lending agreements, collateral is a borrower’s pledge
of specific property to a lender to secure repayment of a
loan. Should the borrower default, the lender may take
collateral for repayment. Terms of such lending agree-
ments may, and typically do, require collateral to repay
not only the loan principal but also any interest or finance
charges. Default and consequential use of collateralized
contribution moneys for repayment of interest or finance
charges violates K.S.A. 25-4157a(b). Mere use of contri-
bution moneys as collateral does not since no payment of
interest or finance charges occurs.

Subsections (I) and (m) will have an eco-
nomic impact on the Kansas State College of Veterinary
Medicine and practitioner-faculty members associated
with issuance and renewal of institutional veterinary li-
censes, in the amount of $50 per license issued and $25
per license renewed.

This regulation amendment is implementing a statuto-
ry change in 2015, creating the institutional license. The
fee amount was determined based on discussions be-
tween the KDA/KBVE and the KSU College of Veterinary
Medicine. No other less costly methods were considered.

This exempt regulation establishes
the management unit, hunting season, shooting hours
and bag and possession limits for doves. The proposed
version of the regulation increases the number of allow-
able days for migratory dove season pursuant to changes
in federal frameworks.

Summary of the Proposed Regulations:

K.A.R 125-1-6. This regulation sets forth the list of cor-
rective action costs that are eligible for reimbursement
from the Kansas agricultural remediation fund. The pro-
posed amendment removes the following from the list
of eligible corrective action costs: contractor charges for
meals, lodging, travel, mileage and other similar expenses.

K.A.R 125-1-7. This regulation sets forth a list of ex-
penses for corrective action costs that are specifically
excluded from reimbursement eligibility from the Kan-
sas agricultural remediation fund. The proposed amend-
ment expands the list of ineligible corrective action costs
to include all “expense charges for meals, lodging, travel,
mileage or other personal expenses.”

Economic Impact upon the Kansas Agricultural Reme-
diation Board:

The proposed change to the regulation will save the
Kansas agricultural remediation fund due to avoiding
unnecessary increases in administrative costs that may
occur without the amendment.

Economic Impact upon other governmental agencies,
private business or individuals:

These proposed changes will have no fiscal impact
upon other governmental agencies. The proposed chang-
es will have a positive impact on applicants to the fund
that would not have otherwise received reimbursement
for costs associated with ag-chemical environmental
remediation efforts, as limited funds are paid out to a
greater number of applicants. The proposed change may
have a negative impact on any applicant who would
have been able to receive reimbursement for travel and
lodging expenses from the fund, but will not be able to
do so following this change.

A summary
of the proposed regulations and economic impact follows.

K.A.R. 91-42-1. Article 42 of this chapter addresses the
use of seclusion and restraint of students in the school
setting. This regulation defines key terms, many of which
were amended by the Freedom from Unsafe Seclusion
and Restraint Act.

K.A.R. 91-42-2. This regulation has been amended to
more clearly define the standards for the use of emergen-
cy safety interventions (ESI). Those standards include:

ESI shall be used only when a student presents a rea-
sonable and immediate danger of physical harm to the
student or others.

ESI shall cease to exist as soon as the immediate danger
of physical harm ceases to exist.

The use of ESI is prohibited for purposes of discipline,
punishment, or convenience.

Several types of restraint are prohibited, such as face-
down restraint, face-up restraint, any restraint that ob-
structs the airway of a student or impacts a student’s pri-
mary mode of communication, chemical restraint, and
mechanical restraint except in certain circumstances.

This regulation also prohibits the use of seclusion if the
student is known to have a medical condition that could
put the student in mental or physical danger

K.A.R. 91-42-3. School districts will be required to de-
velop policies and procedures on the appropriate uses of
emergency safety interventions. These policies must be
consistent with state law and will include:

1. Training for school personnel,
2. Procedures for parents to file formal complaints
with their local school board if the parent believes
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that an emergency safety intervention was used in-
appropriately,

3. Methods of disseminating information to parents
regarding school policies, and

4. Methods of reporting information to the State De-
partment of Education for data analysis.

K.A.R. 91-42-4. Schools will be required to notify par-
ents or, if the parent cannot be reached, the emergency
contact person any time an emergency safety intervention
is used with their child. This notification will occur the
day the intervention is used. Notifications will include
information on the standards for when interventions can
be used, a flyer on the parent’s rights, and guidance on
how to file a complaint with the local school board.

K.A.R. 91-42-5. The State Board of Education devel-
oped a process by which parents unsatisfied with the
decision of a local school board may request a review of
a local board’s handling of emergency safety interven-
tions. After first filing a complaint through the school’s
dispute resolution process, parents may file a request for
a review of that resolution within 30 days from the date a
local resolution is issued. KSDE staff will investigate and
determine if a school violated state law. If a violation is
found to have occurred, the school will be asked to com-
ply with the law.

K.A.R. 91-42-6. Law enforcement officers and police
officers, whose duties include the prevention or detec-
tion of crime and the enforcement of criminal or traffic
laws of this state and any Kansas municipality are ex-
empt from the emergency safety intervention limitations
placed on school staff.

K.A.R. 91-42-7. The State Board of Education is re-
quired to collect data on the use of emergency safety
interventions and compile reports based on information
provided by school districts. These reports are annually
due by January 20th. The State Board will report the total
number of times an intervention was used, the total num-
ber of interventions involving students with an individu-
alized education program, the total number of interven-
tions involving students with a Section 504 plan, the total
number of interventions involving students with behav-
ior intervention plans, the total number of students that
were physically restrained, the total number of students
that were placed in seclusion, and the average amounts
of time that interventions lasted.

The Kansas State Board of Education does not antici-
pate any significant financial or economic impact to this
agency, other state agencies, or to the public as a result of
these regulations.
