Notice Regarding Campaign Finance Reporting and the Blackout Period

The Secretary of State’s Office will be open Saturday, July 31st and Sunday, August 1st from 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. to accept campaign finance reports. 

According to state law, party committees and political action committees are required to file campaign finance reports during the “blackout” period eight days before an election within 24-hours of making independent expenditures and/or contributions to candidates cumulatively totaling $300 or more.
