Opinion No. 2024-03

Written November 20, 2024 to Jake Eastes, Professional
Geologist, Conservation Division, Kansas Corporation
Commission, 500 E. 20th St., Hays, KS 67601.

Synopsis: A state employee whose job duties include reg-
ulating oil and gas wells for the Kansas Corporation Com-
mission may create a Geological Evaluation and Prospect
Business so long as the employee complies with the rele-
vant state governmental ethics law. A state employee who
creates Business A that transacts with Business B has a
substantial interest in Business B if the employee is com-
pensated by Business A with over $2,000.00 worth of fees
or commissions associated with the transaction.

Cited herein: K.S.A. 46-229; K.S.A. 46-233; K.S.A. 46-235;
K.S.A. 46-241; K.S.A. 46-286.

Dear Mr. Eastes,

In response to your October 21, 2024, letter, this opin-
ion is provided by the Kansas Governmental Ethics
Commission (“Commission”), concerning application of
the state governmental ethics law, K.S.A. 46-214a et seg.
The Commission’s jurisdiction is limited to applicabili-
ty of this law. This opinion, provided pursuant to K.S.A.
46-254, does not address whether some other statutory
system, common law theory, agency rule, or regulation
applies to your inquiry.

Factual Statement

You state you are currently employed as a Profession-
al Geologist for the Kansas Corporation Commission,
Conservation Division and, in your position, you do the
following:

¢ recommend approval or denial of various applica-
tions submitted by entities in the oil and gas indus-

try, although final authorization is up to the KCC
Commissioners,

¢ enforce KCC gas gathering and UIC/injection well
regulations,
review gas well test reports,
monitor monthly production from the Hugoton/Po-
mona gas wells, and

e provide expert testimony for KCC hearings.

While working for the KCC, you would like to create
a Geological Evaluation and Prospect Business where
you would perform geological evaluations and then sell
oil and gas “Prospect(s)” to entities in the oil and gas in-
dustry in exchange for a monetary fee and an Overriding
Royalty Interest in the oil or gas produced. You presented
the Commission with a Hypothetical Prospect Sale where
you indicate your business would receive $2,500.00 with
a 3% overriding royalty interest assignment to every bar-
rel of oil or thousand cubic feet of gas sold from the tar-
get tracts of land outlined in the “Prospect.”

Questions

1. May you, as a Professional Geologist for the Kan-
sas Corporation Commission, operate a geological
evaluation and prospect business while employed
by the KCC?

2. Additionally, may your geological evaluation and
prospect business own overriding royalty interests
in oil and gas producing wells that are in the State
of Kansas?

Analysis and Opinion
1. May you, as a Professional Geologist for the Kan-
sas Corporation Commission, operate a geological
evaluation and prospect business while still em-
ployed by the KCC?

The Commission first addressed this question in Advi-
sory Opinion 2001-09. There are five state governmental
ethics law statutes referenced in Advisory Opinion 2001-
09 that apply. First, K.S.A. 46-233(a)(1) relevantly states:

No state officer or employee shall in the capacity as
such officer or employee be substantially involved
in the preparation of or participate in the making
of a contract with any person or business by which
such officer or employee is employed or in whose
business such officer or employee or any member
of such officer’s or employee’s immediate family
has a substantial interest[.]

Further, K.S.A. 46-229(d) defines a substantial interest
to mean, among other things, “[i]f an individual or an
individual’s spouse holds the position of officer, direc-
tor, associate, partner or proprietor of any business, the
individual has a substantial interest in that business, irre-
spective of the amount of compensation received by the
individual or individual’s spouse.”

As a KCC employee, you are prohibited by K.S.A.
46-233(a)(1) from being substantially involved in the
preparation of or from participating in the making of a
contract between the KCC and your geological evalua-
tion and prospect business because you have a substan-
tial interest in your business as its proprietor. However,
the prohibition does not apply to contracts that are let
after competitive bidding has been advertised for pub-
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lic notice nor does it apply to contracts for services or
property that have the price or rate fixed by law. K.S.A.
46-233(d).

If the two outlined exceptions do not apply and you
participate in the preparation or making of a contract
with your business in your capacity as a KCC employ-
ee, then operating your business may violate K.S.A. 46-
233(a)(1).

The next statute is K.S.A. 46-235, which relevantly
states:

No state officer or employee shall accept compen-
sation for performance of official duties, other than
that to which such person is entitled for such per-
formance . . . [and] [t]he receipt of wages or salary
from an individual’s non-state employer during a
period of service as a state officer or employee shall
not be construed as compensation for performance
of official duties.

So long as you are not being paid for the performance
of your official job duties as part of operating your busi-
ness, then operating your business would not violate
K.S.A. 46-235.

K.S.A. 46-241 is also relevant, and it prohibits any state
officer or employee from disclosing or using “confiden-
tial information acquired in the course of his or her offi-
cial duties in order to further his or her own economic
interest or those of any other person.”

If you have access to confidential information as part
of your KCC employment, then you may not disclose or
use that confidential information to further the interests
of you. your business, or anyone else.

Finally, K.S.A. 46-286(a) should also be considered and
it states: “No state officer or employee, in the officer’s or
employee’s official capacity, shall participate directly in
the licensure, inspection or administration or enforce-
ment of any regulation of . . . any outside organization
with which the officer or employee holds a position.”

To comply with K.S.A. 46-286, you must ensure that
you are not directly involved in the licensure, inspection
or administration or enforcement of any regulation of
your business.

2. Additionally, may your geological evaluation and
prospect business own overriding royalty interests
in oil and gas producing wells that are in the State
of Kansas?

You also ask if the state governmental ethics laws pro-
hibit your business from owning an overriding royalty
interest in oil and gas wells in Kansas. Advisory Opinion
2001-09 does not address this question.

K.S.A. 46-229(e) defines a substantial interest to include:

If an individual or an individual’s spouse receives
compensation which is a portion or percentage of
each separate fee or commission paid to a busi-
ness or combination of businesses, the individual
has a substantial interest in any client or custom-
er who pays fees or commissions to the business
or combination of businesses from which fees or
commissions the individual or the individual’s

spouse, either individually or collectively, re-
(continued)
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ceived an aggregate of $2,000 or more in the pre-
ceding calendar year.

Based on the hypothetical you presented in your re-
quest, your business (Business A) will be receiving
$2,500.00 and a 3% overriding royalty interest assign-
ment for every barrel of oil or thousand cubic feet of gas
sold from the target tracts of land included in the “Pros-
pect” purchased by the oil and gas company (Business
B). The current structure of your hypothetical prospect
sale will likely result in you having a substantial interest
in every oil and gas company that your business enters a
Prospect Sale Agreement with.

In the hypothetical, you would receive compensation
from Business A which is a portion or percentage of the
fee or commission paid to Business A by Business B in
the sale. If the portion of the fee or commission that you
receive as compensation from Business A’s transaction
with Business B exceeds an aggregate of $2,000.00 per
calendar year, then you have a substantial interest in
Business B. Consequently, the state governmental ethics
laws regulating the interaction of a state employee with
entities in which the employee has a substantial interest
apply.

Additionally, if you are required to file a statement of
substantial interest annually with the Commission, then
you should ensure you report your substantial interest
in each applicable oil and gas company that you enter a
Prospect Sale Agreement with. Specifically, this would
apply to oil and gas companies where you receive an ag-
gregate of $2,000.00 per calendar year in compensation
from the fees and commissions generated by each oil and
gas company’s respective Prospect Sale Agreement with
your business.

Under the facts presented, the state governmental ethics
laws would not prohibit you from operating your busi-
ness so long as the statutes outlined above are followed.

This 60-day notice of the public hearing shall constitute
a public comment period for the purpose of receiving writ-
ten public comments regarding the proposed regulations.
All interested parties may submit written comments pri-
or to the hearing by mail or email to Kansas Department
of Agriculture, Attn: Ronda Hutton, 1320 Research Park
Dr., Manhattan, KS 66502, or ronda.hutton@ks.gov.

All interested parties will also be given a reasonable
opportunity to orally present their views regarding the
adoption of the proposed regulations during the hearing.
In order to give all parties an opportunity to present their
views, it may be necessary to request that each participant
limit any oral presentation to five minutes. These regula-
tions are proposed for adoption on a permanent basis.

The Kansas Department of Agriculture (KDA) is pro-
posing revisions to existing regulations authorized by
K.S.A. 47-417. The changes will help meet the increasing
operational costs necessary to maintain the program to
meet the industry needs and expectations.

A summary of each proposed regulation and their eco-
nomic impact follows:

K.AR. 9-15-2 eliminates the restriction that ear marks
be recorded at the time of the original brand registration
and eliminates the fee requirement for the recording of
ear marks on subsequent brand registrations.

K.AR. 9-15-4 implements an increase for livestock
brand registration and renewal fees from $45 to $70 for a
five-year recording period. Additionally, there will be a
fee of $5.00 for new brand registration application.

The proposed regulations are not mandated by federal
law as a requirement for participating in or implement-
ing a federally subsidized or assisted program. The pro-
posed changes do not exceed the requirements of appli-
cable federal law.

KDA does not anticipate that the proposed regulations
will significantly enhance or restrict business activity or
growth in Kansas. The proposed regulations will sim-
ply implement the streamlined process of recording ear
marks as part of a brand registration as well as imple-
ment the fee increases authorized by recent statutory
changes. In developing the proposed regulations, KDA
consulted the Kansas Animal Health Advisory Board,
Kansas Cattlemen’s Association, Kansas Livestock As-
sociation, Kansas Farm Bureau, Kansas Horse Council,
Livestock Marketing Association, Kansas Pork Associa-
tion, K-State Research and Extension, Kansas Veterinary
Medical Association, and United States Department of
Agriculture Veterinary Services. None of the groups ex-
pressed concern that the proposed regulation would re-
strict their business activities or growth.

KDA anticipates that the proposed regulations will
have minimal economic effect for Kansans. The use of
a livestock brand in the state of Kansas is not required
and the registration of a brand is only required of those
that elect to utilize the brand. The economic impact of the
proposed regulations will increase the cost of a registered
brand by $25. This will raise the cost from the current $45
to $70 for a five-year period. Additionally, for those that
are seeking a new brand, there will be a new cost of $5 for
the new brand application process.

The proposed regulations will directly affect those pro-
ducers that elect to register a brand in the state of Kansas.

The benefits of the proposed regulations outweigh the
costs by supporting a viable and accurate brand record
program. The livestock brands program has a historical
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significance to the state of Kansas as well as those that
are registered brand owners. More importantly, having a
brand recorder program that is robust, capable and accu-
rate is vital in supporting livestock brand use in Kansas.
In contrast with the $25 increase for a 5-year registration
(or $5 per year), the benefits outweigh the costs.

The agency has evaluated the historical costs of imple-
menting the brand recording program and coupled this
with the resource projections from the number of annual
brand registrations and determined the modest fee in-
creases proposed are necessary to maintain the current
program. The brand registration fee has not increased
since 2000.

Based on an average of 3200 brand renewal registra-
tions and 1500 new brand applications per year, KDA
extrapolated the $25 increase and $5 application fee as
follows:

3200 brand renewals X $25 = $80,000
1500 new brand applications X $5 = $7,500

State revenues should increase by approximate-
ly $87,500 in the current fiscal year as well as the next
(based on the amounts calculated above).

As previously stated, impacts of these proposed regu-
lations should be limited to those individuals that choose
to register a brand in Kansas. Individuals would see an
initial increase of $5 due to the application fee and an in-
crease of $25 every 5 years. KDA does not anticipate any
impacts, immediate or long-range, for small employers
or the public.

KDA circulated drafts of the proposed regulations
to stakeholders involved in the Kansas Animal Health
Advisory Board, Kansas Cattlemen’s Association, Kan-
sas Livestock Association, Kansas Farm Bureau, Kansas
Horse Council, Livestock Marketing Association, Kansas
Pork Association, K-State Research and Extension, Kan-
sas Veterinary Medical Association, and United States
Department of Agriculture Veterinary Services. Those
individuals that responded indicated support for the
proposed amendments.

Any individual with a disability may request accom-
modations to participate in the public hearing and may
request the proposed regulations and their economic
impact statement in an accessible format.
