Copies of the proposed regulations may be obtained by
contacting Patricia Scalia. A summary of the proposed
regulations and the economic impact statement follows:

K.A.R. 105-4-1 provides the eligibility requirements for
defendants applying for legal representation at state ex-
pense. Eligibility is determined by the court after review-
ing the defendant’s affidavit listing his or her assets and
income, reasonable and necessary living expenses and the
anticipated cost of private legal representation.

A review of affidavits upon which the court made a
determination of indigency revealed that expenses were
often mere estimates and that an alternative measure than
expenses was necessary. The amendments add the term
“actual” for expenses listed and the alternative measure
in lieu of expenses is the most current federal poverty
guidelines for the defendant’s family unit.

This regulation change is proposed on both a tempo-
rary and a permanent basis.

There is no cost associated with these amendments to
this agency or any other government entity. There is no
cost associated with this amendment to private citizens.
There may be a cost to the consumers of this service —
the defendants applying for eligibility, in terms of limi-
ting eligibility. However, the proposing agency is unable
to estimate any such effect. There is no effect on cities,
counties or school districts.

New K.A.R. 105-11-1 incorporates by reference the
agency document titled ““tables to determine defendant
reimbursement of attorney fees for assigned counsel and
public defenders” as revised by the State Board of Indi-
gents’” Defense Services on June 30, 2005.

The State Board of Indigents” Defense Services is au-
thorized by statute to request and receive reimbursement
of attorney fees at either the actual cost or at the reim-
bursement table, whichever is lower. The table was dis-
tributed to district court judges but was not part of the
agency’s regulations. A case is now pending in the Kansas
appellate courts challenging the validity of a sentence that
includes reimbursement of attorney fees that were as-
sessed based on the reimbursement table. The argument
made is that the sentence is not valid because the reim-
bursement table is not part of the regulation. The new
regulation will avoid future similar claims of invalid sen-
tences.

There is no cost associated with this new regulation to
the board, any other government entity or private citi-
zens. However, if this new regulation is not implemented,
the board will experience a cost in public defender time
to re-sentence defendants. Similarly, if this new regula-
tion is not implemented, the court will experience a cost
in court time to re-sentence defendants. An estimate of
that time for the public defenders and for the court cannot
be made since it is unknown how many cases might be
affected.

K.A.R. 112-4-1a. Concessionaire licenses. This regu-
lation sets forth the requirements for entities that are sell-
ing goods at the racetrack facility that are not owned or
operated by the organization licensee or facility manager
licensee to be issued a concessionaire license by the com-
mission. The amendment to this regulation creates a class
7 concessionaire license category expressly for the pur-
pose of the executive director on behalf of the Kansas
lottery to be eligible to apply for said concessionaire li-
cense for the purpose of providing lottery products at a
specified racetrack facility.

Economic Impact: There are no costs anticipated to the
agency or other governmental agencies or units as a result
of this regulation amendment.

K.A.R. 112-11-20. Greyhound racetrack facility safety
standards; specifications; prohibition of chemical use
on track surface. The safety and security standards set
out in this regulation generally establish qualifications for
security guards at racetracks, and define procedures and
facilities for safety of patrons and racing animals. The
proposed amendment in subsection (g)(3)(B) specifies the
turnout pens to measure at least 30 feet by 30 feet each.

Economic Impact: There are no costs anticipated to the
agency or other governmental agencies or units as a result
of this regulation amendment.

Notice of Hearings

The Kansas Water Office will conduct public hearings
in October on proposed Kansas Water Plan policy rec-
ommendations addressing “Small Dam Safety and Re-
habilitation.” Written comments are encouraged. The
hearings will be held in conjunction with the meetings of
the Basin Advisory Committees in each of the state’s 12
river basins during the period of October 4-21.

Small Dam Safety and Rehabilitation

Nearly 6,000 small dams in Kansas are subject to Kan-
sas Stream Obstruction Act regulations administered by
the Kansas Department of Agriculture. Some of the dams
are aging and need structural rehabilitation, while others
need enhancements like wider spillways and more free-
board to meet the requirements of higher hazard class
dams. Hazard class increases have occurred due to de-
velopment downstream from some dams.

Recommendations are made for expenditure of a
$750,000 appropriation by the 2005 Kansas Legislature to
the State Conservation Commission. Other recommen-
dations address minimizing future dam hazard class
changes and providing long-term state financial assis-
tance for small dam repairs and upgrades.

The Small Dam Safety and Rehabilitation policy study
may be found on the Kansas Water Office’s Web site,
www.kwo.org, or may be obtained by calling (888) KAN-
WATER (526-9283).

The Kansas Water Office also is seeking public com-
ment on the recommendations of three other policy stud-
ies outlined below. These recommendations in their en-
tirety also can be found on the Kansas Water Office’s Web
site.

Water Conservation

The state’s role in water conservation, from setting wa-
ter conservation goals to evaluating the effectiveness of
conservation efficiency measures, is the subject of this
seven-part policy study.

Economic Development Opportunities at
Federal Reservoirs

The state of Kansas is investigating the economic de-
velopment opportunities at and adjacent to federal res-
ervoirs. One such opportunity is the creation of public-
private partnerships that will increase public access and
use of the reservoir lands. However, the exclusive, private
use of public land would not be allowed. Another op-
portunity is the development of private land adjacent to
the reservoirs. Encouraging such development is consid-
ered to be in the best interest of the state.

Public Involvement in the Water Planning and
Implementation Process

The study emphasizes the importance of the public’s
input into making decisions on state water resource is-
sues and offers alternative ways to encourage construc-
tive participation.

The following is a brief summary of the substance of
the proposed regulations and their economic impact:

Article 6:

K.A.R. 66-6-6. Renewal of licenses and certificates of
authorization. This regulation has been modified to re-
new the certificates of authorization for one-half of the
corporations every year rather than renew all of them
every two years. The rationale for the change is that there
has been a growth in the number of corporate certificates
(currently at 1,461) so that renewing every year balances
the workload.

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Article 8:

K.A.R. 66-8-4. Land surveyor examinations. There is
one small change in this regulation to remove the word
“land” from the names of the required examinations for
licensure. This is in response to a name change for the
examinations from the National Council of Examiners for
Engineering and Surveying.

Article 9:

K.A.R. 66-9-4. Engineering curriculum approved by
the board. The board requires that baccalaureate engi-
neering curriculum in the United States be accredited by
the Accreditation Board for Engineering and Technology
(ABET). However, there are applicants who have ac-
quired their education outside the United States. Subsec-
tion (b) has been revised to clarify that a baccalaureate
engineering curriculum outside the United States that is
equivalent may be reviewed and accepted by the board.

Article 10:

K.A.R. 66-10-1. Architectural experience of a character
satisfactory to the board. This regulation has been re-
vised to include by reference the 2005-2006 version of the
“intern development program guidelines.” Architectural
candidates have to complete the intern development pro-
gram before becoming eligible for examination.

K.A.R. 66-10-9. Engineering experience of a character
that is satisfactory to the board. The language in this
regulation has been changed to clarify what the board
requires for work experience.

K.A.R. 66-10-11, Surveying experience required of an
applicant who is not a graduate of an accredited land
surveying or engineering curriculum, and K.A.R. 66-10-
12, Surveying experience of a character satisfactory to
the board. These regulations are being modified to extend
the time period that individuals may be eligible for licen-
sure as a land surveyor through experience alone.

K.A.R. 66-10-14. Professional engineering, land sur-
veying, and geology experience standards acceptable to
the board for reciprocity applicants. This regulation is
being modified to provide credit for a master’s degree in
geology or a related specialty area acceptable to the
board.

Article 11:

K.A.R. 66-11-5. Admission requirements for funda-
mentals of land surveying examination. This regulation
is being modified to parallel the time lines with K.A.R.
66-10-11.

Other various changes that are grammatical, appropri-
ate to format or updated to the most current form of the
statute have been made.

Economic Impact:

There is no anticipated economic impact on the Board
of Technical Professions or other governmental agencies.
The proposed regulations are not mandated by federal
law as a requirement for participating in or implementing
a federally subsidized or assisted program. There should
be no individual economically affected by the proposed
regulations. There were no less costly or less intrusive
methods considered for achieving the stated purpose of
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the regulations, and there were no methods rejected in
favor of the proposed regulations.
