A summary of the proposed regulation and its eco-
nomic impact follows:

K.A.R. 40-3-43. Title insurance; controlled business;
definitions; requirements. This amendment is being pro-
posed to specify that title insurance agents must maintain
records of escrow operations and trust accounts for at
least three years. Title agents have been required to main-
tain these records, so specifying the length of time should
have no measurable fiscal impact on agents. The amend-
ment provides a clear measure for record retention that
might provide a small measure of economic benefit to
title agents who have been maintaining records for longer
periods. There will be no known economic impact on the
department or other government agencies, small busi-
nesses or the general public.

The proposed regulation is not mandated by federal
law.

K.S.A. 40-1138 expressly authorizes the Kansas Insur-
ance Department to prescribe the length of time these re-
cords must be maintained, and no other less costly or less
intrusive approach for achieving the stated purpose was
found.

68-22-3. Prior approval and training required. This
regulation requires prior approval by the board and train-
ing under the pharmacy’s electronic supervision training
course before electronic supervision of a pharmacy stu-
dent or technician.

68-22-4. Electronic supervision. This regulation sets
forth the limits of electronic supervision.

68-22-5. Minimum operating requirements. This reg-
ulation sets forth the minimum operating requirements
for electronic supervision.

The above regulations will have minimal economic im-
pact.

A summary of the proposed regulation and its eco-
nomic impact follows. (Note: Statements indicating that
a regulation is “not anticipated to have any economic im-
pact” are intended to indicate that no economic impact
on the State Corporation Commission, other state agen-
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cies, state employees or the general public has been iden-
tified.)

K.A.R. 82-4-30a was first adopted by the State Corpo-
ration Commission and implemented in 2008 as the result
of the passage of the Federal Unified Carrier Registration
Act. This year, the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Admin-
istration’s UCR Board of Directors responded to industry
and enforcement concerns by updating the Unified Car-
rier Registration (UCR) fee schedule for the year 2010.
This regulation update adopts the 2010 fee schedule as
amended by the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Adminis-
tration and allows the state to collect registration fees un-
der the revised Federal Unified Carrier Registration
Agreement. Kansas is required to adopt by reference the
2010 UCR fee schedule to remain in compliance with the
Unified Carrier Registration System.

The adoption of this regulation is not expected to in-
crease costs to the commission, industry, direct environ-
mental benefit on the industry, agency, other govern-
mental agencies or the general public. However, the costs
of registration will be paid by motor carriers. The cost is
based first upon the size of the operation and then upon
the number of commercial motor vehicles that the carrier
has in service. The registration costs range from $76 per
carrier to $73,346 per carrier, per year, depending upon
the number of registered commercial motor vehicles in
each carrier’s fleet. The costs are based upon the fee
schedule approved in 49 C.F.R. 367.30. A notable change
in the 2010 regulation deletes the requirement for regis-
tering of trailers.

The 2010 UCR fee schedule must be adopted to permit
Kansas to continue to participate in the federal UCR pro-
gram and to collect fees used for safety programs and
initiatives. Despite the fee increases, per vehicle the UCR
registration method is still the most beneficial and cost-
effective method of registration for both the state of Kan-
sas and the motor carriers.

Special Order 2010-1

This Special Order issued this 7th day of June 2010, by
the State Bank Commissioner (Commissioner).

WHEREAS, the Comptroller of Currency (OCC) has
stated that a national bank is authorized, pursuant to 12
U.S.C. § 24(Seventh) and 29, 12 C.F.R. 5.36, and OCC In-
terpretive Letters #1118 and #1123, to exchange real prop-
erty or a participation interest in real property permissi-
bly acquired through debts previously contracted (DPC)
for other types of real and personal property as long as
it is done in good faith by the bank to improve its ability
to recover, or otherwise limit its loss on the DPC property,
and as shall be approved by the OCC; and

WHEREAS, no provision of Kansas law presently al-
lows a Kansas state-chartered bank to exchange its par-
ticipation interest in other real estate owned (OREO) ac-
quired through DPC for an interest in a corporate entity
which would manage, market and dispose of the real
property; and

WHEREAS, K.S.A. 9-1715, as amended, grants the
Commissioner the power to authorize Kansas state-char-
tered banks to engage in any activity in which such banks
could engage were they operating as a national bank; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioner deems the issuance of
this Special Order to be reasonably required to preserve
the welfare of state banks and to promote the competitive
equality of state banks and other insured depository in-
stitutions.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED, that subject to the lim-
itations and conditions set forth in this Special Order, a
Kansas state-chartered bank is hereby authorized to
exchange its participation interest in OREO acquired
through DPC for an interest in a corporate entity which
will manage, market and dispose of the real property.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, prior to making the
exchange, the bank’s directors must determine that the
exchange is in the best interest of the bank and would
improve the ability of the bank to recover, or otherwise
limit, its loss on the DPC property. The basis for such
determination must be documented.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, prior to making the
exchange, the bank must notify the Commissioner in
writing of the proposed exchange, detailing the structure
of the investment and the activity or activities to be con-
ducted by the corporate entity. Also, prior to making the
exchange, the bank must receive written notification of
the Commissioner’s approval. The approval will be based
on an evaluation of the bank’s risk management and
measurement systems and controls to enable the bank to
exchange for, hold, and dispose of the interest in the cor-
porate entity in a safe and sound manner, and an evalu-
ation of any other supervisory considerations relevant to
the exchange; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, the bank must certify that
the bank’s loss exposure is limited, as a legal and account-
ing matter, and the bank does not have open ended lia-
bility for the obligations of the corporate entity; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the bank must certify
that the enterprise in which the bank is investing agrees
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to be subject to supervision and examination by the Office
of the State Bank Commissioner; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, the bank may not further
exchange its interest in the corporate entity for an interest
in any other real or personal property. Such property
would be too far removed from the bank’s original DPC
interest in the real estate to be considered DPC property;
and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, the bank must ensure that
the corporate entity complies with K.S.A. 9-1102 and
K.AR. 17-11-17, including obtaining a current appraisal
of the real estate; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, consistent with the limi-
tations in 12 U.S.C. § 29 and 12 C.F.R. Part 34, the bank
must dispose of its interest in the corporate entity no later
than five years from the date it initially acquired title to
the OREOQ, unless an extension up to an additional five
years is granted by the Commissioner; and

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED pursuant to K.S.A. 9-
1715(b), as amended, the terms of this Special Order shall
take effect on June 7, 2010, and shall remain in full force
and effect until amended or revoked by the Commis-
sioner.

Administrative Regulations

The Kansas Department of Health and Environment,
Division of Environment, Bureau of Air, will conduct a
public hearing at 10 a.m. Monday, August 30, in Room
530 of the Curtis State Office Building, 1000 S.W. Jackson,
Topeka, to consider the adoption of proposed amended
air quality regulations K.A.R. 28-19-202, 28-19-517, 28-19-
720, 28-19-735, 28-19-750 and 28-19-750a, and the revo-
cation of air quality regulations K.A.R. 28-19-728 through
28-19-728f. A summary of the proposed regulations and
the estimated economic impact follows:

Summary of Regulations:

K.A.R. 28-19-202. The proposed amendments will re-
move the minimum thresholds for calculating emissions
fees for class I stationary sources, increase the emissions
fee from $25 per ton to $37 per ton, and modify the late
fee structure. The purpose of these changes is to ensure
the fees are consistent with actual program costs. Pro-
jected shortfalls begin in fiscal year 2012 due to reductions
in the amount of air pollutant emissions upon which the
fees are calculated, the addition of the mercury deposition
monitoring program, and decreased state general fund-
ing to the bureau.

K.A.R. 28-19-517. The proposed amendments will
change the annual emissions inventory reporting date

from June 1 to April 1. This change is necessary due to
(continued)
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the EPA moving up the deadline by five months for states
to report their emissions inventories.

K.A.R. 28-19-720. The proposed amendments will in-
corporate changes made to federal New Source Perform-
ance Standards (NSPS) through July 1, 2008. The current
adoptions by reference exist only for federal NSPS rules
promulgated through June 30, 2005, and specific amend-
ments to include the federal Clean Air Mercury Rule
(CAMR).

K.A.R. 28-19-728 through 28-19-728f. Revoked. Due to
the vacatur of CAMR, the proposed revocations will align
Kansas air quality regulations with federal court action.

K.A.R. 28-19-735. The proposed amendments will
adopt by reference the provisions of 40 C.F.R. Part 61,
National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollut-
ants (NESHAP), through July 1, 2008. The Part 61 haz-
ardous air pollutant (HAP) regulations establish stan-
dards to limit the emissions of specific HAPs. The state’s
authority currently exists for the Part 61 rules promul-
gated through June 30, 2005. This proposed regulation is
necessary to maintain the state’s authority under existing
delegation agreements to administer federal regulations
and to ensure Kansas air quality regulations are consis-
tent with federal requirements.

K.A.R. 28-19-750. The proposed amendments will
adopt by reference the provisions of 40 C.E.R. Part 63,
NESHAP, through July 1, 2008. Prior to the 1990 Clean
Air Act Amendments (CAAA), section 112 of the Clean
Air Act directed the EPA administrator to identify HAPs
for regulation. Under this, a limited number of regula-
tions were developed to address specific compounds
originating in certain industries. In the 1990 CAAA, Con-
gress established a list of HAPs for which the adminis-
trator was to develop controls. These are now adminis-
tered under 40 C.F.R. Part 63, which the state implements
in 28-19-750. The state’s authority currently exists for the
40 C.F.R. Part 63 rules promulgated through June 30,
2005. This proposed regulation is necessary to maintain
the state’s authority under existing delegation agree-
ments to administer federal regulations and to ensure
Kansas air quality regulations are consistent with federal
requirements.

K.A.R. 28-19-750a. The proposed amendments will
adopt by reference 40 C.F.R. Part 65, Consolidated Fed-
eral Air Rule, through July 1, 2008. This federal regulation
consolidates different requirements for the Synthetic Or-
ganic Chemical Manufacturing Industry (SOCMI) to en-
able easier compliance for facilities. Currently, the state’s
authority only exists for the 40 C.F.R. Part 65 rules prom-
ulgated through June 30, 2003. This proposed regulation
is necessary to maintain the state’s authority under exist-
ing delegation agreements to administer federal regula-
tions and to ensure Kansas air quality regulations are con-
sistent with federal requirements.

Economic Impact:

K.AR. 28-19-202 will result in additional costs to the
regulated community due to the proposed emissions fee
increase. The fee increase, coupled with the removal of
the minimum thresholds, is predicted to generate addi-
tional revenue of approximately $1,750,000 to $1, 800,000,
which is necessary to maintain the Kansas air quality pro-
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gram. The remaining proposed regulations are not antic-
ipated to result in additional costs to KDHE, other state
agencies or the private sector because the impacted facil-
ities are already subject to the costs associated with the
current federal standards that KDHE is proposing to
adopt by reference.

The time period between the publication of this notice
and the scheduled hearing constitutes a 60-day public
comment period for the purpose of receiving written pub-
lic comments on the proposed regulatory action. All in-

Request for Comments

The Kansas Department of Health and Environment
has received an application to construct and operate a
municipal solid waste (MSW) landfill from McPherson
County. Currently, McPherson County has an active con-
struction and demolition (C&D) waste landfill and a
closed MSW landfill at 1481 Pueblo Road, approximately
7 miles north of McPherson in Section 16 of Township 18
South, Range 3 West in McPherson County. The proposed
landfill would have 350 acres permitted for MSW dis-
posal, would be built to Subtitle D standards, and would
be developed in a series of phases. Landfills constructed
to Subtitle D standards include a composite liner system
and a leachate collection system as required by state reg-
ulations.

The landfill’s initial phase would consist of eight cells
constructed on 48.2 acres immediately north and west of
the C&D landfill. Design plans for this first phase would
be approved with this permit application’s approval. Ad-
ditional hydrogeological investigations and design plans
would need to be approved by KDHE prior to construct-
ing additional landfill phases. The proposed MSW land-
fill'’s final closure elevation would be about 1,550 feet
above sea level, about 40 feet above the grade elevation
at the landfill’s scale house, and the approximate eleva-
tion of the closed MSW landfill. The proposed landfill’s
total capacity is 28,210,000 cubic yards. This is about 400
years of MSW disposal capacity at McPherson County’s
current disposal rates. The first phase would develop
about 3,960,000 cubic yards of disposal capacity, suffi-
cient for about 60 years of MSW disposal at McPherson
County’s current disposal rates.

The McPherson County Commissioners have certified
that the application described herein is consistent with
the county’s solid waste management plan and local land
use restrictions or zoning. KDHE has reviewed the ap-
plication and found it to be in conformance with state
solid waste statutes and regulations.

KDHE is providing public notice of the intent to ap-
prove the proposed landfill. However, a final decision to
approve the landfill has not been made, and KDHE will
consider information gathered during the public com-
ment period before making a final decision. A copy of the
administrative record, which includes the permit appli-
cation, engineering drawings, draft permit and other in-
formation with respect to this permit action, will be avail-
able for public review June 18-July 27, during normal
business hours, at the following locations:

After consideration of all formal comments received
during the public notice period, KDHE will make a final
decision on whether to issue the MSW landfill permit.
