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K.A.R. 4-15-7 is amended to align with licensing
requirements in K.S.A. 2-2120 and provides a process for
live plant dealers to annually request exemption from li-
censing requirements.

K.A.R. 4-15-8 is updated to allow the department to
charge for travel time in addition to mileage and inspec-
tion time. In addition, it will allow the department to
waive inspection fees to other government organizations.

K.A.R. 4-15-9 increases the bale tag fee to $0.20.

K.A.R. 4-15-9a establishes the procedure for live plant
dealers to obtain a certificate of inspection.

K.A.R. 4-15-10 amends the pest freedom standards to
utilize a format commonly used by other jurisdictions to
list quarantined pests and establish the tolerance level of
nonquarantine pests.

K.A.R. 4-15-13 updates the civil penalty to the maxi-
mum allowed in K.S.A. 2-2125.

Economic Impact Statement

Economic impact upon the Kansas Department of Ag-

riculture:

* Not issuing a license to businesses that do not import
or export live plants and have annual gross receipts
under $10,000 will save the department $5.74 per ex-
empt live plant dealer. This will save the department
an estimated $2,150 per fiscal year.

* Charging travel time in addition to inspection time
and mileage will increase requested inspection reve-
nues $27,000 per fiscal year.

+ Assuming current levels of demand, increasing the
bale tag fee to $0.20 will increase fees $990 per fiscal
year.

Financial impact upon other governmental agencies

and upon private business or individuals:

* Individuals that request inspections will see a varied
impact from the charging of travel time in addition
to inspection time and mileage. Individuals who re-
quest inspections that require further travel will see
a larger fee increase.

* Inspection fees for other governmental organizations
may be waived.

* Individuals that request bale tags to certify their weed
free forage will see an increase bale tag fee from $0.15
to $0.20 per tag. The impact per individual will de-
pend on how many tags the individual requests.

Article 2—LOCAL COLLECTION POINT
ADMINISTRATOR REQUIREMENTS

132-2-1. LCPA; prerequisites; selection; contract.
(a) Each qualified person selected to provide the services
of the local collection point administrator (LCPA) pur-
suant to the Kansas 911 act (““act”), L. 2011, ch. 84, secs.
1 through 19 and sec. 25 and amendments thereto, shall
at a minimum meet the following requirements:

(1) Have the ability to comply with all contract require-
ments established by the secretary of administration;

(2) have at least three years of experience in public sec-
tor financial administration and accounting;

(3) secure and manage accounts and services at a fed-
erally insured financial institution with a physical pres-
ence in Kansas and ensure the required collateralization
of 911 funds in bank accounts;

(4) establish and maintain a physical office in Kansas;
and

(5) have the ability to provide appropriate staffing to
the 911 coordinating council (““council”’) to meet the coun-

cil’s obligations under the act.
(continued)
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(b) Each LCPA shall be selected by the council with the
advice and consent of the legislative coordinating council
through a competitive procurement process administered
by the Kansas department of administration. The com-
petitive process shall begin at least six months before the
expiration of the contract with the current LCPA, unless
both the council and the legislative coordinating council
concur before then that the contract with the LCPA
should be extended for an additional contract term, as
allowed by the act.

(c)(1) The initial contract with the selected person shall
be for a two-year period. A yearly performance review of
the LCPA shall be conducted by the council. The council’s
findings shall be reported to the legislative coordinating
council.

(2) The term of a contract with the LCPA may be in-
creased to three years by the council if the council deter-
mines the following:

(A) The LCPA has successfully fulfilled its contractual
and legal responsibilities for at least 12 months.

(B) The annual audit of the 911 fee receipts and dis-
bursements by the LCPA demonstrates appropriate re-
cordkeeping and administration of monies.

(C) The contract extension can control cost increases for
services or reduce risks of disruption of essential LCPA
services. (Authorized by L. 2011, ch. 84, sec. 3; imple-
menting L. 2011, ch. 84, secs.

Article 4—PENALTIES

132-4-1. Delinquent status; penalties. (a)(1) A pro-
vider shall be deemed to be in delinquent status by the
911 coordinating council or the council’s designee under
any of the following conditions:

(A) The provider fails to submit the provider’s contact
information, pursuant to L. 2011, ch. 84, sec. 3 (j) and
amendments thereto, on or before January 1, 2012, in the
form and containing the information required by the 911
coordinating council to the 911 coordinating council or
the council’s designee.

(B) The provider has not previously provided service
in this state and fails to submit the provider’s contact in-
formation, pursuant to L. 2011, ch. 84, sec. 3 (j) and
amendments thereto, within three months of first offering
services in this state, in the form and containing the in-
formation required by the 911 coordinating council to the
911 coordinating council or the council’s designee.

(C) The provider fails to notify the 911 coordinating
council or the council’s designee within 30 days of any
change in the provider’s contact information.

(2) A provider shall be deemed to be in delinquent
status by the 911 coordinating council or the council’s
designee if the provider fails to submit 911 fees and the
return in the form required by the LCPA, pursuant to L.
2011, ch. 84, sec. 9 and amendments thereto, to the LCPA
on or before the 30th day of each calendar month follow-
ing a return for the preceding month.

(b)(1) If the 911 coordinating council or the council’s
designee determines that a provider is in delinquent
status, a penalty shall be assessed against the provider by
written order of the 911 coordinating council or the coun-
cil’s designee.
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The penalty for failing to comply with the requirement
to submit the provider’s contact information shall be
$500.00 per day or 10 percent of the 911 fees due from the
delinquent provider to the LCPA for the corresponding
month, whichever is greater. The penalty for failing to
submit 911 fees and the return shall be $500.00 per day
or 10 percent of the 911 fees due from the delinquent pro-
vider to the LCPA for the corresponding month, which-
ever is greater.

(2) Written notification of the penalty assessment, the
violation, and the provider’s right to appeal to the 911
coordinating council or the council’s designee shall be is-
sued to the provider by the 911 coordinating council or
the council’s designee. Each penalty payment shall be re-
mitted directly to the 911 coordinating council or the
council’s designee.

(c) Any provider that is assessed a penalty may request
a hearing, pursuant to L. 2011, ch. 84, sec. 3 (1) and amend-
ments thereto. The request for hearing shall specify the
reason or reasons the provider denies being in violation
of the submission requirements, pursuant to L. 2011, ch.
84, sec. 3 and amendments thereto. (Authorized by L.

Article 8.—EXAMINATIONS

109-8-2. Scheduling examinations for certifica-
tion. (a) Each provider of initial courses of instruction for
attendants shall ensure the provision of certification ex-
aminations for those students successfully completing the
course.

(b) The following scheduling requirements shall apply
to the cognitive knowledge examination:

(1) Emergency medical technician-intermediates, spon-
soring organizations, and candidates shall schedule with
the state-contracted vendor for these examinations.

(2) For first responder, emergency medical responder,
emergency medical technician, advanced emergency
medical technican, mobile intensive care technician, and
paramedic, the following requirements shall apply:

(A) Each candidate shall register with the national reg-
istry of emergency medical technicians.

(B) Each candidate shall schedule examinations with
the computer-adaptive testing vendor specified by the
national registry of emergency medical technicians.

(3) Each sponsoring organization shall validate each
candidate’s successful course completion.

(c) The following scheduling requirements shall apply
to the psychomotor skills examination:

(1) Each sponsoring organization or candidate shall
schedule the examination for first responder, emergency
medical responder, emergency medical technician, and
emergency medical technician-intermediate with the
state-contracted vendor at least 30 days in advance of the
desired examination date.

(2) Each sponsoring organization or candidate shall
schedule the examination for advanced emergency med-
ical technician, mobile intensive care technician, and par-
amedic with the national registry of emergency medical
technicians by performing the following:

(A) Negotiating a contractual agreement with a na-
tional registry representative to serve as facilitator;

(B) completing the examination host approval process
and submitting the request for new examination with the
national registry of emergency medical technicians;

(C) negotiating contractual agreements with examin-
ers, as prescribed by the national registry representative,
who have attained board approval following a review to
ensure current certification, have no disciplinary actions
taken or pending against their Kansas emergency medical
services certification or certifications, and have held the
current certification level for at least two years;

(D) negotiating contractual agreements with currently
certified attendant assistants in numbers prescribed by
the national registry representative;

(E) ensuring availability of a sufficient number of
rooms to be used for examination stations, national reg-
istry representative room, candidate waiting area, and
other facilities as prescribed by the national registry rep-
resentative; and
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(F) providing sufficient quantities of equipment and
supplies as prescribed by the national registry represen-
tative.

(d) Each candidate not successfully completing the ex-
amination process during the initial examination shall
schedule reexamination as follows:

(1) Cognitive knowledge examination reexaminations.

(A) For emergency medical technician-intermediate,
the candidate shall schedule the examination with the
state-contracted vendor.

(B) For first responder, emergency medical responder,
emergency medical technician, advanced emergency
medical technician, mobile intensive care technician, and
paramedic, the candidate shall schedule the examination
with the national registry of emergency medical techni-
cians.

(2) Psychomotor skills examination reexaminations.

(A) For first responder, emergency medical responder,
emergency medical technician, and emergency medical
technician-intermediate, the candidate shall schedule the
examination with the state-contracted vendor according
to guidelines available at the board’s web site.

(B) For the psychomotor skills examination for ad-
vanced emergency medical technician, mobile intensive
care technician, or paramedic, the candidate shall sched-
ule the examination with the national registry of emer-
gency medical technicians.
