Permanent Administrative Regulations

Article 9.-HOURS; LEAVES; EMPLOYEE-
MANAGEMENT RELATIONS

1-9-22. Job injury leave. (a) Each classified or un-
classified employee who sustains a qualifying job injury,
as determined by the employee’s appointing authority,
shall be eligible for job injury leave in accordance with
this regulation.

(b) “Qualifying job injury”” shall mean an injury that
meets the following conditions:

(1) Renders the employee unable to perform the em-
ployee’s regular job duties;

(2) arose out of and in the course of employment with
the state; and

(3)(A)Was sustained as a result of a shooting, stabbing,
or aggravated battery as defined in K.S.A. 21-5413 and
amendments thereto, by another against the employee;

(B) was sustained as a result of a confrontation with a
patient or client in a facility or ward for mental health,
intellectual disability, or developmental disability in
which the patient or client inflicts great bodily harm,
causes disfigurement, or causes bodily harm with a
deadly weapon or in any manner by which great bodily
harm, disfigurement, dismemberment, or death can be
inflicted; or

(C) was sustained in any other situation in which the
appointing authority determines that job injury leave is
in the best interest of the state.

(c) Job injury leave shall not exceed six total months
away from work. While an employee is on approved job
injury leave, the employing state agency shall continue to
pay the employee’s regular compensation. If the em-

ployee is awarded worker’s compensation, the state
(continued)
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agency shall pay the employee compensation in an
amount that, together with worker’s compensation pay,
equals the regular pay of the employee. The employee
shall not be required to use accrued sick leave or vacation
leave. The employee shall continue to accrue sick and va-
cation leave as long as the employee remains in pay
status. Nothing in this regulation shall be construed as
providing voluntary or gratuitous compensation pay-
ments in addition to temporary total disability compen-
sation payments pursuant to the worker’s compensation
laws.

(d) The appointing authority may require an employee
on approved job injury leave to return to full or limited
duty if the employee is physically able to perform the
duty as determined by a physician selected by the ap-
pointing authority or selected by a representative of the
state self-insurance fund. However, limited duty allowed
shall not, in combination with time away from work on
job injury leave, exceed the total six months allowed for
job injury leave. If the employee remains unable to return
to full duty, the appointing authority shall take any action
deemed to be in the best interest of the state.

(e) While an employee is on approved job injury leave,
the appointing authority may require the employee to be
examined by a physician selected by the appointing au-
thority to determine the capability of the employee to re-
turn to full or limited duty.

(f) Each employee on approved job injury leave shall
be prohibited from being gainfully employed by any
other employer.

(g) The requirements of this regulation may be waived
or modified by the director upon written request of the
appointing authority. Any waiver or modification may
be granted only upon a finding by the director that both
of the following conditions are met:

(1) Granting the requested waiver or modification
would not be in conflict with any statutes pertaining to
leave.

(2) Failure to grant the requested waiver or modifica-
tion would create a manifest injustice or undue hardship
on the employee requesting the job injury leave. (Au-
thorized by K.S.A. 75-3706, K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 75-3747;
implementing K.S.A. 75-3707 and 75-3746; effective, T-86-

Article 14.-LAYOFF PROCEDURES AND
ALTERNATIVES TO LAYOFF

1-14-11. Furlough. (a) For purposes of this regula-
tion, “furlough” shall mean mandatory leave without
pay for a preset number of hours during each pay period
covered by the furlough. There are two types of fur-
loughs.

(1) An administrative furlough is a planned action by
an agency that is designed to address budget reductions
necessitated by reasons other than a lapse in appropria-
tions. A furlough plan shall be required for each admin-
istrative furlough.

(2) An emergency furlough occurs if there is an im-
mediate or imminent lack of funding to continue agency
operations or any emergency that results in an unantici-
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pated interruption of funding to the agency. In an emer-
gency furlough, an affected agency could have to cease
activities that are not excepted by law, typically with very
little lead time. A furlough plan shall not be required for
any emergency furlough.

(b) In accordance with this regulation, if an appointing
authority deems it necessary, the appointing authority
may implement an administrative furlough or an emer-
gency furlough for all employees in the classified or un-
classified service in designated classes, positions, organ-
izational units, geographical areas, or any combination of
those groups unless specific funding sources necessitate
exceptions. An employee’s social security and retirement
contributions shall be affected under a furlough, but all
other benefits, including the accrual of vacation and sick
leave, shall continue, despite any other regulations to the
contrary. A furlough shall not affect the employee’s con-
tinuous service, length of service, pay increase anniver-
sary date, or eligibility for authorized holiday leave or

ay.
P (}::)(1) For each administrative furlough, at least 30 cal-
endar days before the date the administrative furlough is
to be implemented, the appointing authority shall pre-
pare a furlough plan specifying the following informa-
tion:

(A) The cause of the funding shortage;

(B) the effective date of the furlough and the date on
which the furlough is to end;

(C) the methods for notifying the affected employees;

(D) the amount of advance notice that will be given to
affected employees, which shall not be less than 10 cal-
endar days;

(E) the estimated cost savings;

(F) each class, organizational unit, or geographical area
to be affected;

(G) the criteria used to select each class, position, or-
ganizational unit, or geographical area to be included in
the furlough;

(H) any exceptions to the furlough plan based on fund-
ing sources; and

(I) the number of hours by which the workweek will
be reduced, including separate categories detailing the
proposed reduction in hours by standardized increments
for exempt and nonexempt employees.

(2) A copy of each furlough plan prepared in accord-
ance with this subsection shall be submitted to the direc-
tor at least 30 days before the date the administrative fur-
lough is to be implemented.

(d) For each emergency furlough, the affected employ-
ees and the director shall be notified by the appointing
authority as soon as it is practical to do so.

(e) This regulation shall not be used as a disciplinary
action against any employee. (Authorized by K.S.A. 75-
3706, K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 75-3747, and K.S.A. 75-5514; im-

(2) If a player chooses to withdraw bet number 1, the
dealer shall move the gaming chips on the betting area
designated for bet number 1 toward the player who shall
then immediately remove the gaming chips from the bet-
ting area.

(d) After each player has made a decision regarding bet
number 1, the dealer shall then reveal the first community
card.

(e) After the first community card is exposed, the dealer
shall, beginning with the player farthest to the dealer’s
left and moving clockwise around the table, ask each
player if he or she wishes to withdraw bet number 2 or
let it ride. This decision shall be made by each player
regardless of the decision made concerning bet number
1.

(1) If a player chooses to let bet number 2 ride, that bet
shall remain on the appropriate betting area of the layout
until the end of the round of play.

(2) If a player chooses to withdraw bet number 2, the
dealer shall move the gaming chips on the betting area
designated for bet number 2 toward the player who shall
then immediately remove the gaming chips from the bet-
ting area.

(f) After each player has made a decision regarding bet
number two, each player’s cards shall be placed face
down on the appropriate area of the layout, the player
shall not touch the cards again.

(g) The dealer shall then reveal the second community
card.

(h) After the second community card is turned face up,
the dealer shall, beginning with the player farthest to his
or her right and continuing around the table in a coun-
terclockwise direction, complete the following applicable
procedures in succession for each player.

(1) The dealer shall turn the three cards of the player
face up. The two community cards and the three cards
dealt to the player shall form the five card poker hand of
that player.

(2) The dealer shall examine the cards of the player to
determine if the player’s hand qualifies for a payout pur-
suant to the approved payout table. Any let it ride poker
wager on a hand which has a rank that is lower than a
pair of tens shall be a losing wager.

(3) The dealer shall then settle all wagers of that player.
All losing wagers by the player shall be immediately col-
lected by the dealer and placed in the table inventory con-
tainer. After all losing wagers have been collected; all
winning wagers shall be paid in accordance with the pay-
out odds.

(4) All hands shall remain face up on the layout until
all wagers have been settled by the dealer.

(i) After settling all wagers, the dealer shall immedi-
ately collect the cards of all players and the community
cards and places them in the discard rack. All cards col-
lected by the dealer shall be picked up in order and
placed in the discard rack in such a way that they can be
readily arranged to reconstruct each hand in the event of
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a question or dispute. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2013 Supp.
74-8710 and 74-8748; implementing K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 74-
8710; effective, T-111-12-29-10, Dec. 9, 2010; amended, T-
111-8-7-14, July 16, 2014.)

111-301-19. Payout odds. (a) For a winning hand,
bet number 1, bet number 2, and bet number 3 are paid
the same payout odds ranging from 1 to 1 for a pair of
10’s or better to 500 to 1 for a royal flush.

(b) All winning wagers will receive the following pay-
out odds:

Royal Flush 500 to 1
Straight Flush 200to 1
4 of a Kind 50 to 1
Full House 11to1
Flush 8to1l
Straight 5tol

3 of a Kind 3to1l
Two Pair 2to1

Pair of 10s or Better lto1l

(Authorized by K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 74-8710 and 74-8748;
implementing K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 74-8710; effective, T-111-
12-29-10, Dec. 9, 2010; amended, T-111-8-7-14, July 16,
2014.)

111-301-45. Dead man’s hand optional blackjack
wager. (a) On or after August 1, 2014, Boot Hill Casino &
Resort may offer an optional “Dead Man’s Hand"”” wager
at any table offering the game of blackjack, as set forth in
the rules herein. Except as otherwise set forth in the rules
herein, all rules of the game of blackjack shall remain un-
altered and any optional Dead Man’s Hand wager made
shall not affect any other blackjack wager.

(b) The Dead Man’s Hand optional wager shall be
played following the rules of the game of blackjack except
as follows:

(1) A player may not place a Dead Man’s Hand wager
unless the player has also placed at least the minimum
blackjack wager required at that blackjack table.

(2) Blackjack tables where the optional Dead Man’s
Hand wager is available shall have a spot designated on
the table game layout where the wager can be placed.

(3) At the option of Boot Hill Casino & Resort, the game
shall be played using one, two, five, six or eight standard
52-card decks of playing cards.

(4) At the same time a player makes his or her standard
blackjack wager, the player has an opportunity to make
the optional Dead Man’s Hand wager in even dollar
amounts. The minimum and maximum amounts of the
Dead Man’s Hand wager permitted shall be posted on
the table signage and cannot be more than the maximum
original blackjack wager.

(5) If the player is playing more than one hand, the
same number of Dead Man’s Hand wagers can be made.

(6) Players that have made the Dead Man’s Hand wa-
ger and are not dealt at least one ace or one eight on his
or her first two cards in each hand will lose his or her
Dead Man’s Hand wager.

(7) Players who make the optional Dead Man’s Hand
wager will win and be paid according to the pay table set
forth hereinafter if:
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(A) one of his or her first two cards dealt is an ace or
an eight;

(B) his or her first two cards are an ace and an eight;
or,

(C) his or her first two cards are two aces or two eights
and the dealer has a blackjack.

(8) Players who have been dealt a pair of aces or a pair
of eights can choose to split his or her hands. No addi-
tional Dead Man’s Hand wager is required to split these
hands. Splitting pairs will be handled as follows:

(A) Except as otherwise stated in these rules, the stan-
dard rules of the game of blackjack will apply to splitting

airs;
F (B) Players may split pairs up to three times for a max-
imum of four hands;

(C) If a player splits a pair and then receives cards that
bust the hand (results in a sum exceeding 21), the dealer
will remove the cards that busted the hand and leave the
initial aces or eights on the game table in a horizontal
position. Once the player has completed taking cards, the
dealer will calculate the winning pay out according to the
pay table and pay the player accordingly;

(D) Players will be paid for the number of aces and/or
eights they have been dealt when all splitting is done;

(E) If the player splits but does not receive any addi-
tional aces or eights, they will be paid for his or her initial
pair of aces or eights according to the pay table;

(F) The objective of the game is to be dealt four sets of
aces and/or eights after the player has split his or her
initial pair of aces or eights;

(G) Players who split a pair of eights must clearly in-
dicate on which hand they want to take an additional
card or cards;

(H) Players who split eights up to three times under
house rules allowing the splitting of aces only once will
be paid for any two hands with an ace and an eight. Three
or more hands with an ace and eight will not increase the
payout; and,

(G) The game then continues to the next player.

(9) Players who make the Dead Man’s Hand wager and
are dealt a pair of aces or a pair of eights may choose not
to split his or her pair and complete his or her hand ac-
cording to his or her preference.

(10) In those instances when the dealer’s card dealt face
up is an ace, the procedure shall be as follows:

(A) Per standard rules of blackjack the dealer will offer
all players the right to place an insurance wager;

(B) Per standard rules of blackjack the dealer will then
check if he or she has a blackjack. If the dealer has a black-
jack the dealer will collect all losing blackjack wagers
from right to left;

(C) Per standard rules of blackjack the dealer will pay-
out any winning insurance wagers; and,

(D) Starting from the dealer’s right to left, the dealer
shall then collect all losing Dead Man’s Hand wagers and
pay all winning Dead Man’s Hand wagers according to
the pay table, below.

(11) In those instances where the dealer’s card dealt
face up has a value of ten (10), the procedure shall be as

follows:
(continued)
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(A) The dealer shall check to see if he or she has a black-
jack. If the dealer does have a blackjack, the dealer will
collect all losing blackjack wagers and all losing Dead
Man’s Hand wagers;

(B) Starting from the dealer’s right to left, the dealer
will then pay all winning Dead Man’s Hand wagers ac-
cording to the pay table, below; and,

(C) If the dealer does not have a blackjack, the game
resumes per the standard rules of the game of blackjack.

(12) The pay table of payout odds for the Dead Man’s
Hand optional wager is as follows (only the highest pay-
out for which the hand is eligible shall be paid):

Two aces and two 8's - Pays 50 to 1

Two 8's - Pays 4 to 1

Two aces or two 8’s with only an ace and 8 remaining
after split - Pays 4 to 1

Two aces or two 8’s with no split — Pays 4 to 1

Any ace or 8 dealt in the player’s first two cards —
Pays2to1

Two aces or two 8’s and the dealer has a blackjack —
Pays 50 to 1

(13) Optional toke wagers (dealer gratuities) may be
placed on Dead Man’s Hand wagers at the same time as
the Dead Man’s Hand wager is placed, and if placed shall
also be paid or taken at the same time as the player’s Dead
Man’s Hand wager is paid or taken and shall be paid at
the same odds as the player’s winning Dead Man’s Hand
wager. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 74-8710 and 74-
8748; implementing K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 74-8710; effective,
T-111-8-7-14, July 16, 2014.)

111-301-46. IN BETween optional blackjack wa-
ger. (a) On or after August 1, 2014, Boot Hill Casino &
Resort may offer an optional “IN BETween”” wager at any
table offering the game of blackjack, as set forth in the
rules herein.

(b) Except as otherwise set forth in the rules herein, all
rules of the game of blackjack shall remain unaltered and
any optional IN BETween wager made shall not affect
any other blackjack wager.

(c) Blackjack tables where the optional IN BETween
wager is available shall have a spot designated on the
table game layout where the wager can be placed.

(d) A player may not place an IN BETween wager un-
less the player has also placed at least the minimum
blackjack wager required at that blackjack table.

(e) All IN BETween wagers shall be made at the same
time as that player’s blackjack wager and shall be no less
than the minimum, and no more than the maximum, wa-
ger stated at the blackjack table for IN BETween.

(f) IN BETween wagers apply only to the first two cards
dealt to a player and the card that is dealt face up to the
dealer.

(g) An IN BETween wager shall win if the dealer’s card
that is dealt face up is of a rank falling between the rank
of the player’s first two cards, and shall lose if it does not,
when using the following order of rank: 2, 3,4, 5,6, 7, §,
9, 10, jack, queen, king, and ace, except that an IN
BETween wager shall also win if the player’s first two
cards and the dealer’s card that is dealt face up are all of
the same identical rank.
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(h) Winning combinations and payout odds for IN
BETween wagers are as follows:

(1) Winning wagers with a “one card spread” shall be
paid at the rate of ten (10) to one (1). A “one card spread”
occurs when the dealer’s card dealt face up is one rank
higher than one of the player’s initial two cards and one
rank lower than the other of the player’s first two cards
(by way of example only, the dealer’s card dealt face up
is an ““8”” and the player’s initial two cards are a “7”" and
a 9"

(2) Winning wagers with a “two card spread” shall be
paid at the rate of five (5) to one (1). A “two card spread”
means when in order of rank there are two card ranks
between the player’s initial two cards, and the dealer’s
card dealt face up is equal to of one of those two ranks
(by way of example only, the dealer’s card dealt face up
is an ““8” and the player’s initial two cards are a “6” and
a“9”);

(3) Winning wagers with a “three card spread” shall
be paid at the rate of three (3) to 1. A ““three card spread”
means when in order of rank there are three card ranks
between the player’s initial two cards, and the dealer’s
card dealt face up is equal to one of those three ranks (by
way of example only, the dealer’s card dealt face up is an
“8”” and the player’s initial two cards are a “’5” and a “9”);

(4) Winning wagers with a “three of a kind” shall be
paid at the rate of thirty (30) to one (1). A ““three of a kind”
occurs when the dealer’s card dealt face up and the
player’s first two cards are of the same identical rank;
and,

(5) All other winning IN BETween wagers are paid at
the rate of one (1) to one (1).

(i) All IN BETween wagers shall be paid or taken and
removed from the betting area immediately after the sec-
ond of each player’s and the dealer’s two cards have been
dealt and before the blackjack hand is played. All IN
BETween wagers shall be paid or taken in order of the
players at the table from the dealer’s right to left.

(j) Optional toke wagers (dealer gratuities) may be
placed on IN BETween wagers, which if placed shall also
be paid or taken at the same time as the player’s IN
BETween wager is paid or taken.

(k) All blackjack insurance wagers, if any, will be paid
or taken after the IN BETween wager is paid or taken.
(Authorized by K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 74-8710 and 74-8748;
implementing K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 74-8710; effective, T-111-
8-7-14, July 16, 2014.)

Article 401.—NORTHEAST GAMING ZONE

111-401-195. Name of the game; rules and regu-
lations. (a) The Kansas lottery shall conduct a lottery fa-
cility game at the Hollywood Casino at Kansas Speedway
in Kansas City, Kansas, entitled “Running it Twice” be-
ginning on or after August 1, 2014.

(b) Running it Twice is an optional game that may be
played during any poker game specifically designated by
Hollywood Casino at Kansas Speedway with the follow-
ing conditions:

(1) the final card(s) to the player(s) or the community
cards for that hand, as applicable to the poker game being
played, have not yet been dealt;
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(2) only two players remain in the game competing
against each other;

(3) one of the two players has made an all-in bet (has
bet all of his or her remaining chips) and the other player
has matched the all-in bet; and,

(4) both players agree to play the Running it Twice op-
tional game and timely communicate that agreement to
the dealer.

(c) If all conditions for Running it Twice are met, deal-
ing of the remaining cards shall proceed as follows:

(1) The dealer shall deal the remaining cards for that
hand pursuant to the normal rules for that game; and,

(2) The dealer shall then slide those remaining cards for
that hand upward on the table playing surface leaving
them face up, and then in the space vacated by those
cards shall deal a second set of remaining cards for that
hand in the same way the remaining cards for that hand
are dealt pursuant to the normal rules for that game,
thereby creating a second set of final cards for the hand.

(d) If one player has the best hand regardless of which
of the two sets of cards are used to complete his or her
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hand, that player is awarded the entire pot. If one player
has the best hand using one set of cards and the other
player has the best hand using the other set of cards, the
pot is split into two equal halves and one half is awarded
to each player.

(e) The two players shall also have the option to split
the pot into three equal portions. In that event all rules
for Running it Twice set forth hereinabove apply except
that instead of dealing two separate hands and creating
two evenly divided pots, three separate hands shall be
dealt and the pot shall be evenly divided into three parts.

(f) If this optional game is being played in any poker
game where the house rakes the pot, the pot will be raked
twice in the event two pots are created and three times
in the event three pots are created. (Authorized by K.S.A.
2013 Supp. 74-8710 and 74-8748; implementing K.S.A.
2013 Supp. 74-8710; effective, T-111-8-7-14, July 16, 2014.)
