In accordance with Kansas Administrative Regula-

tions 28-16-57 through 63, 28-18-1 through 17, 28-18a-1 
through 33, 28-16-150 through 154, 28-46-7, and the au-
thority vested with the state by the administrator of the 
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, various draft 
water pollution control documents (permits, notices to 
revoke and reissue, notices to terminate) have been pre-
pared and/or permit applications have been received for 
discharges to waters of the United States and the state of 
Kansas for the class of discharges described below.

The proposed actions concerning the draft documents 
are based on staff review, applying the appropriate stan-
dards, regulations and effluent limitations of the state 
of Kansas and the Environmental Protection Agency. 
The final action will result in a Federal National Pollut-
ant Discharge Elimination System Authorization and/or 
a Kansas Water Pollution Control permit being issued, 
subject to certain conditions, revocation and reissuance 
of the designated permit or termination of the designated 
permit.

Permanent Administrative Regulations

Article 3.—GUIDELINES FOR THE 
DETERMINATION OF RESIDENCY 

FOR FEE PURPOSES
88-3-8a. Military personnel and veterans. (a) “Armed 

forces” and “veteran” shall have the meanings specified 
in K.S.A. 2015 Supp. 48-3601, and amendments thereto.

(b) The resident fee privilege shall be accorded to any 
person who meets the following conditions:

(1) Is enrolled at any state educational institution, as 
defined by K.S.A. 76-711 and amendments thereto; and

(2) meets one of the following conditions:
(A) Is currently serving in the armed forces or is a vet-

eran of the armed forces who is eligible for benefits un-
der the federal post-9/11 veterans educational assistance 
act or any other federal law authorizing educational ben-
efits for veterans; or

(B) is the spouse or dependent child of a person who 
qualifies for resident tuition rates and fees pursuant to 
paragraph (b)(2)(A) or who, if qualifying through a vet-
eran, is eligible for benefits under the federal post-9/11 
veterans educational assistance act or any other federal 
law authorizing educational benefits for veterans.

(c) This regulation shall not be construed to prevent a 
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person covered by this regulation from acquiring or re-
taining a bona fide residence in Kansas.

(d) Each person seeking the resident fee privilege pur-
suant to this regulation shall be responsible for providing 
the appropriate office at the state educational institution 
at which the person seeks admission or is enrolling with 
the information and written documentation necessary to 
verify that the person meets the applicable requirements 
of K.S.A. 2015 Supp. 48-3601 and K.S.A. 76-729, and 
amendments thereto, and this regulation. This documen-
tation shall include the following:

(1) If claiming current status in the armed forces, writ-
ten documentation verifying that status;

(2) if claiming veteran status, the following:
(A) Written documentation verifying that the veteran 

qualifies for benefits under the federal post-9/11 veterans 
educational assistance act or any other federal law autho-
rizing educational benefits for veterans;

(B) written documentation verifying that the veteran 
lives or will live in Kansas while attending the state edu-
cational institution; and

(C) a letter signed by the veteran attesting an intent to 
become a resident of Kansas;

(3) if claiming spouse or dependent child status based 
upon the relationship to a current member of the armed 
forces, the following:

(A) Written documentation verifying the required rela-
tionship to the current member of the armed forces; and

(B) written documentation verifying that the member 
of the armed forces is currently serving; and

(4) if claiming spouse or dependent child status based 
upon a relationship with a veteran, the following:

(A) Written documentation verifying the required rela-
tionship to the veteran;

(B) written documentation verifying that the spouse or 
dependent child qualifies for benefits under the federal 
post-9/11 veterans educational assistance act or any other 
federal law authorizing educational benefits for veterans;

(C) written documentation verifying that the spouse or 
dependent child of the veteran lives or will live in Kansas 
while that person is a student attending the state educa-
tional institution; and

(D) a written letter signed by the spouse or dependent 
child of the veteran, attesting that the spouse or depen-
dent child intends to become a resident of Kansas. (Au-
thorized by K.S.A. 76-730; implementing K.S.A. 2015 
Supp. 76-729 and K.S.A. 76-730; effective July 27, 2007; 
amended Jan. 18, 2013; amended, T-88-8-10-15, Aug. 10, 
2015; amended Dec. 18, 2015.)

88-26-7. Residence determination for state aid pur-

poses. (a) Each institution shall determine residency, for 
state aid purposes, pursuant to statutes or regulations that 
apply to determination of residency by the institutions, in-

cluding, for community colleges, K.S.A. 71-406 and K.S.A. 
71-407 and amendments thereto. The factors that may be 
considered in determining residency for state aid purpos-
es shall include, when applicable or appropriate, a Kansas 
driver’s license, evidence of payment of Kansas real estate 
taxes, payment of Kansas income taxes, reliance on Kan-
sas sources for support, acceptance of permanent employ-
ment in Kansas, ownership of a home in Kansas, registra-
tion to vote in Kansas, and commitment to an educational 
program that indicates an intent to maintain a permanent 
presence in Kansas upon graduation.

(b) The governing board of each institution shall con-
sider L. 2015, ch. 76, sec. 3, and amendments thereto, 
when setting tuition rates based on residency. (Autho-
rized by K.S.A. 71-406, 72-7514, 74-32,140, and K.S.A. 
2014 Supp. 74-32,141; implementing K.S.A. 71-406, 71-
407, K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 71-620, 71-1803, and 72-4480; ef-
fective Oct. 29, 2004; amended April 10, 2015; amended, 
T-88-8-10-15, Aug. 10, 2015; amended Dec. 18, 2015.)

All interested parties 
will be given a reasonable opportunity to present their 
views, orally or in writing, concerning the amendment 
of the proposed regulations during the public hearing. 
In order to provide all parties with an opportunity to 
present their views, it may be necessary to request each 
participant limit any oral presentations to five minutes.

Copies of the proposed regulations and the economic 
impact statement for the proposed regulations may be

From the street, both 
the west entrance to the building on Jackson Street and 
the north entrance on 8th Street are accessible.

A summary of the proposed new and amended regula-
tions and their economic impact follows:

K.A.R. 100-28a-1a. Definitions. This new regulation 
defines terms used in the PA Practice Act and imple-
menting regulations including terms for different prac-
tice locations, levels of supervision, emergency medical 
conditions, supervision, substitute supervising physi-
cian and the required forms for a PA to practice.

K.A.R. 100-28a-6. Scope of practice. This regulation 
sets forth the scope of practice for PAs. The amendments 
implement pending January 11, 2016, statutory change in 
title from “responsible” to “supervising” physician; up-
date language regarding physician-PA communication 
methods; clarify when a PA has authority to practice for 
patients with emergency medical conditions; and make 
other minor language clarifications.

K.A.R. 100-28a-9. Active practice request form; con-
tent. This regulation sets forth the form requirements 
used to delineate a physician-PA supervisory relation-
ship that is filed with the agency prior to a PA being 
permitted to practice. The amendments add more sub-
stantive and detailed information regarding each prac-
tice location; the supervising physician-PA relationship; 
delegated services and types of supervision, if applica-
ble; substitute supervisor information; and include pre-
scription drug dispensing authority, which was added to 
K.S.A. 65-28a08 in the 2015 legislative session.

K.A.R. 100-28a-9a. Active practice request form; re-
quirements. This new regulation provides for a date of 
July 1, 2016, by which current PA licensees already prac-
ticing under the prior “responsible physician request” 
form and a “protocol” will be required to submit the new 
“active practice request form” that includes a “written 
agreement.” It also contains requirements for submitting 
amendments and maintaining the forms.

K.A.R. 100-28a-10. Supervising physician. This regu-
lation details a physician’s requirements for supervision 
of a PA. The amendments alter the nature of the regula-
tion from one that sets a standard for adequate supervi-
sion to merely being a set of requirements. The rationale 
for this change is that the adequacy of supervision is of-
ten subjective and correlates closely with the standard of 
care for treating patients. The amendments also add PA 
dispensing authority to implement 2015 legislation. An 
added new requirement is that the supervising physician 
may only delegate acts that are within the physician’s 
own competence and customary practice.

K.A.R. 100-28a-11. Duty to communicate; emergency 
medical conditions. This regulation specifies the commu-
nication requirements between PAs and physicians. The 
amendments update physician titles and add “any treat-
ment that exceeds the physician assistant’s competence” 
as a new circumstance requiring a PA to communicate 
with their supervising physician. New subsection (b) is 
added to the required procedure if a PA has to provide 
treatment beyond the scope of their authorized practice 

to a patient with an emergency medical condition.
K.A.R. 100-28a-12. Substitute supervising physician. 

This specifies the requirements for a substitute supervis-
ing physician in the supervising physician’s absence. The 
amendments to the regulation update physician titles 
and remove unnecessary language.

K.A.R. 100-28a-13. Prescription-only drugs. The purpose 
of this regulation is to specify PAs’ prescription drug au-
thority. The amendments to the regulation add dispensing 
authority to implement the corresponding 2015 statutory 
amendment in K.S.A. 65-28a08. Other minor language clar-
ifications and updates are made throughout to conform to 
pharmacy regulation language and/or actual practice.

K.A.R. 100-28a-14. Different practice location. This 
regulation sets requirements for a PA to practice at a 
different practice location. The amendments to the reg-
ulation update physician titles, clarify terms and add a 
requirement that a Kansas physician practice at the dif-
ferent location at least once every 30 days and that dif-
ferent practice locations be specified in the PA’s active 
practice request form and written agreement.

K.A.R. 100-28a-15. Licensure; cancellation. This regu-
lation specifies the timeframe for when a PA license is can-
celled. The amendments implement 2015 legislative changes 
to K.S.A. 65-28a03(b) replacing the word “expire” with “can-
celled” to remove prior confusion about whether a licensee 
was still licensed and able to practice with an expired license.

K.A.R. 100-28a-17. Number of physician assistants su-
pervised; limitation for different practice location. This 
regulation specifies the limit on how many PAs a physi-
cian may supervise. The amendments effectuate the re-
peal of K.S.A. 65-28a10, which contained a strict 2-PA per 
physician limit, and implement the amendments to K.S.A. 
65-28a08(d), which give the board authority to adopt regu-
lations limiting the number of PAs that a supervising phy-
sician may supervise. Consequently, these amendments re-
place the 2-PA limit with substantive factors for a physician 
to consider in determining the number of PAs he or she is 
able to supervise. The amendments also place a 3-PA limit 
on the total number of PAs a supervising physician may su-
pervise that practice at a different practice location, unless 
prior board approval is received for up to 5 PAs.

Costs to the State Board of Healing Arts would include 
legal, licensing and information technology staff time to 
change electronic and paper forms to conform to new and 
amended requirements. Additionally, staff time will be 
required to provide licensees with assistance in comply-
ing with new form requirements and educate licensees 
and stakeholders on the amendments. Costs to PAs, phy-
sicians and healthcare facilities may include time spent 
meeting new, more detailed form requirements and 
time required to become knowledgeable about the sub-
stantive amendments. It is anticipated that the amended 
regulations will provide a positive economic impact on 
private individuals in that more PAs may have expanded 
practice opportunities in Kansas due to greater latitude 
afforded in their physician supervisory relationships 
and scope of practice which, in turn, should improve the 
general public’s access to healthcare provided by these 
individuals.
